1928
Injured All-American O.K. Pressley came off
the bench in the second half to record a tackle for
loss on four straight plays to thwart a drive deep in
Tiger territory. It is still the only time in history a
Tiger has made a tackle for loss on four straight
plays. Clemson went on to a 32-0 win in Columbia.

1948
With just 4:30 left in the game and South Caro-

1980

Defensive back Willie Underwood played 47
games for the Tigers, but never had an interception
until his final contest. He made up for it in his last
game as a Tiger when he had two thefts for a com-
bined 101 yards in returns. His 37-yard interception
return for a touchdown iced Clemson’s 27-6 victory.
It is still the most interception return yards in a single
game by a Tiger. Underwood also had 17 tackles in
the game and was named National Defensive

1998
Howard Bartley will always be remembered
for a 48-yard interception return for a touchdown in
his final game as a Tiger. It was a key second-half
play in Clemson’s 28-19 victory, but especially re-
warding for Bartley, who had overcome two torn ACL
injuries in his five-year career.

1999 & 2000
Rod Gardner will be held in high esteem by
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lina on its own 28, Phil Prince broke through the
line to block a punt. The ball rolled to the 11, where
Oscar Thompson scooped it up and ran for a touch-
down, giving Clemson a 13-7 lead, the eventual fi-
nal score. Clemson went on to an undefeated year.

1959

Harvey White made the last Big Thursday
game a success story for the Tigers. The gifted
Clemson quarterback connected on 9-10 passes for
162 yards and two touchdowns, leading Clemson
to a 27-0 victory. White's passing efficiency of 282
for that game is still the second best in Clemson
history (given a minimum of 10 attempts).

1966
All-America offensive guard Harry Olszewski
ran 12 yards for a touchdown with a fumbled snap
from center to lead Clemson to a 35-10 win that
clinched the ACC title for the Tigers. No Clemson
offensive lineman has scored a touchdown since.

1967

Clemson clinched a third-straight ACC title be-
hind ACC Player-of-the-Year Buddy Gore. The Ti-
ger running back gained 189 yards on 31 carries,
still the second -most rushing yards by a Tiger
against the Gamecocks. The performance allowed
Gore to go over the 1,000-yard rushing mark, a first
in Tiger history, and to win the ACC rushing title.

1974

Two Tigers, one on each side of the ball, had a
memorable performance in this Clemson victory.
Running back Ken Callicutt rushed for 197 yards
on 27 carries and added another 55 in pass receiv-
Ing, leading Clemson to a 39-21 win over the Game-
cocks. The 197 yards rushing and 252 all-purpose
yards are still high-water marks for a Clemson player
In the series. Willie Anderson dominated the de-
fense, recording 21 tackles, still a Tiger record for a
lineman. He was named National Defensive Player-
of-the-Week by Sports lllustrated.

1977

Jerry Butler made a diving backwards recep-
tion of a 20-yard pass from Steve Fuller with 49 sec-
onds remaining, giving the Tigers a 31-27 victory in
Columbia. The play might be regarded as the most
famous in Clemson history. The victory gave the
Tigers an 8-2-1 record and a bid to the Gator Bowl,
Clemson'’s first bowl bid in 18 years.

Player-of-the-Week by Sports lllustrated.

1981

For the second time in history a blocked punt
proved pivotal in the Tigers securing a perfect sea-
son. The key play in Clemson’s 29-13 victory over
South Carolina in Columbia was a blocked punt by
Rod McSwain. The ball was recovered in the
endzone by Johnny Rembert for a touchdown, giv-
ing Clemson a 7-6 lead. The play began at the 28-
yard-line, just as the play in 1948 had. McSwain
and Rembert went on to be NFL teammates for many
years with the New England Patriots. McSwain's
brother, Chuck had 151 yards rushing to lead the
Clemson offense.

1988

Rodney Williams, playing in his final home
game, led the Tigers to a 29-10 win in Death Valley,
avenging a 20-7 Clemson defeat the year before in
which Williams, a native of Columbia, was taunted
by the Gamecock faithful. Williams completed 13-
26 passes for 192 yards and ran for 38 more and a
touchdown, outplaying rival Todd Ellis, who com-
pleted 11 passes in 30 attempts. It was Williams
31st victory as Clemson'’s starting signal-caller.

1991
DeChane Cameron had the top all-around per-
formance of his careerin a 41-24 win at South Caro-
lina. The senior, playing in his final regular-season
game, rushed for 116 yards and passed for 206. The
322 yards of total offense is a Tiger series record.

1995

Emory Smith gained 101 yards rushing in just
12 carries from his fullback slot, leading Clemson to
a 38-17 victory and a berth in the Gator Bowl. Smith
will be remembered for one particular run in the fourth
quarter when he dragged a South Carolina tackler
for nearly 20 yards at the end of a 54-yard romp.
Smith scored two touchdowns on the day.

1997

Antwan Edwards had two interceptions in the
third quarter alone, one a return of 42 yards for a
touchdown, leading Clemson to a 47-21 win and a
berth in the Peach Bowl. Edwards’ thefts led to a
27-point third quarter, Clemson’s highest-scoring
quarter in history against the Gamecocks. He was
named ACC Player-of-the-week for his performance.

Clemson fans for years to come for his accomplish-
ments against South Carolina. In 1999 he had six
catches for 138 yards and two scores, including a
game-clinching 29-yard catch from Woodrow
Dantzler on a fourth-down play with just 6:41 remain-
ing in the game. The following year at Clemson, he
had four catches for 107 yards, including a 50-yard
grab from Dantzler that set up Aaron Hunt's game-
winning field goal with three seconds remaining.

Charlie Whitehurst might be regarded as the
ultimate hero of the Clemson-South Carolina series
from a Tiger standpoint. He led the Tigers to four
consecutive victories, the first starting quarterback
on either side of the series to do it. In his first two
games against the Gamecocks, he had record-set-
ting performances. He completed 27-38 passes for
287 yards in leading Clemson to a 27-20 win in 2002.
The completion total was the most-ever by a Tiger
against South Carolina. In 2003, he completed 18-
26 passes for 302 yards and four touchdowns to go
with 43 yards rushing. He established a record for
passing yards, touchdown passes, and total offen-
sive yards by a Tiger against the Gamecocks. In
2004, he quarterbacked the Tigers to their third con-
secutive win over the Gamecocks by a score of 29-
7. He finished off his regular-season career with a
13-9 victory over South Carolina. His 10-yard run
on third down iced the game for the Tigers on their
last possession. For his career, he completed 77-
118 passes for 912 yards and four touchdowns
against the Gamecocks. He also completed 65.4
percent of his passes.

The Clemson Tiger Sports Network supplies
Tiger fans with a full day of broadcast each football
Saturday. Each broadcast day has three programs,
“Tiger Tailgate Show,” “Game Day Broadcast,” and
the “Fifth Quarter Show.”

A tradition since the 1970s, the “Tiger Tailgate
Show” is a two-hour entertainment and interactive
program. It is produced on the lawn of Littlejohn
Coliseum (at the corner) closest to Death Valley.

The program begins three hours prior to kick-

voice of Tiger basketball and the host of the Tommy
Bowden and Oliver Purnell Television Shows.

Joining Yanity in the booth is former Clemson
offensive lineman Will Merritt, who played for the
Tigers from 1998-01. He was a starter in 2000 and
2001 when he was named Second-Team All-ACC.

Merritt worked on the Clemson radio network
pregame and postgame shows in 2002. He also
provided color commentary on the television tape-
delay broadcasts of selected 2002 games. In 2003,
he became the color analyst of the gameday broad-
casts. The native of Easley, SC is the host of “The
Morning Drive,” a sports talk show that airs each
morning on WCCP (104.9 FM) in Clemson.

Former Clemson Academic All-American line-
backer Chad Carson completes the broadcast team
as the sideline commentator. Carson served in that
capacity for the final two games of 2003, and all of
2004 and 2005. Carson is fourth in Clemson his-
tory in career tackles and was a starter on Tommy
Bowden'’s first three Tiger teams.

As has been the case in the past, the gameday
broadcast begins with the Tommy Bowden Pregame
Show. Bowden meets with Sports Information Di-
rector Tim Bourret to provide Clemson fans with the
latest lineup and strategy information. Yanity and
Merritt also provide a last-minute scene-setter that
includes the latest lineup and weather information.

After the game, fans can tune into the “Fifth
Quarter Show,” hosted by Ralph Patterson and
Munson, or attend the show live from the Wild Wing
Cafe in downtown Greenville, SC. Interviews with
Coach Bowden and Assistant Coaches Rob Spence
and Vic Koenning are also included. An added fea-
ture includes locker room interviews with Clemson'’s
top players that day. A rundown of the game stats
and audio highlights are provided.

Fans can follow the Tigers by listening to “Ti-
ger Calls” each Thursday evening with Bowden and
Don Munson from 7:00 PM to 8:00 PM. The shows
will air live from several Ingle’s grocery stores in the
Clemson area.

The Clemson Tiger Sports Network also pro-
duces the Tommy Bowden Television Show, a re-
cap of the previous game’s highlights. Yanity serves
as the host of this program that gives fans insight
into the coaches’ decisions during the previous game
and takes an up close look at your favorite players.

Clemson Back in Top 25 of Both Polls

By virtue of a strong finish, Clemson ended
the season in the Associated Press top 25 at #21.
The Tigers defeated #16 Florida State on Novem-
ber 12 by a 35-14 score, then defeated #19 South
Carolina on November 19 by a 13-9 score before
beating Colorado 19-10 in the Champs Sports Bowil.
Clemson also was ranked #21 in the final USA To-
day poll.

The Tigers finished the season with an 8-4

Clemson’s Bowl! History

Clemson has a rich bowl tradition. The Tigers
improved to 15-13 in bowl games with the 19-10
win over Colorado in the Champs Sports Bowl, and
the 15 bowl victories rank in a tie for 17th most in
NCAA history with Florida. Clemson's first bowl
game was in the 1940 Cotton Bowl when the Tigers
defeated Frank Leahy and Boston College 6-3.

Clemson has appeared in a bowl game 17 of
the last 21 seasons. That is one of the top-10 fig-

the Mountaineers by a score of 27-7 in the 1989
Gator Bowl.

* Phillip Fulmer of Tennessee, the second-
winningest active coach in Division | college foot-
ball history, when the Tigers beat a #6 Tennessee
team by a score of 27-14 in the 2004 Peach Bowl.

Tigers Had Just 14 Turnovers, 51 Penalties
Clemson lost four turnovers and committed
eight penalties in the 10-9 loss at Georgia Tech on

record. All four of Clemson’s losses were by six
points or less, including a triple overtime loss to #13
Miami (FL), and an overtime loss to #25 Boston
College. Clemson'’s four losses were by a combined
14 points (including only five points in regulation).
Tommy Bowden's team also won six of its last seven
games.

When Clemson defeated the #19 Gamecocks
to conclude the 2005 regular season, it gave
Clemson consecutive victories over top-20 teams
for just the third time in school history. The Tigers
also did it in 1982 and 1983, when they defeated
top-20 teams from North Carolina and Maryland
each year.

Clemson had three wins over top-20 AP teams
in 2005, the first time Clemson did that since 1989,
and just the third time in school history Clemson beat
three top-20 teams in the same year. The 1981
National Championship team had three wins over
top-10 Associated Press teams,

Clemson Has League-Best 213 ACC Wins

Clemson won its 200th Atlantic Coast Confer-
ence game in its history on October 11, 2003 with a
30-27 victory over Virginia. It was one of the most
exciting ACC victories for the Tigers, who scored
the game-winner on the last possession in overtime
on a touchdown pass from Charlie Whitehurst to
Kevin Youngblood. Clemson was a charter mem-
ber of the ACC in 1953 and is now in its 54th sea-
son in the conference.

Clemson has a record of 213-118-6 (.641) in
conference play for its 53 seasons. The Tigers rank
first among league teams in conference victories all-
time, in fact 25 more than second-place North Caro-
lina. Clemson has a winning record against every
other charter member of the ACC since the league
began.

Clemson also leads the ACC in conference
championships (13). Florida State is second with
12 (including 2005), followed by Maryland with nine
(this includes co-championships).

ures for bowl appearances in the country since 1985.

Clemson has beaten some of the top programs
in college football history in bowl games. The list
iIncludes Colorado, Miami (FL), Nebraska, Ohio
State, Oklahoma, Penn State, Stanford, and Ten-
nessee.

Clemson won its first three bowl games, victo-
ries over Boston College, Missouri, and Miami (FL).
The three coaches Clemson defeated in those
games were Frank Leahy, Don Faurot, and Andy
Gustafson, and all three are in the College Football
Hall of Fame.

Clemson has a program that has been steady
over the years in bowl games, no matter who has
led the program. No less than six different head
coaches (Jess Neely, Frank Howard, Danny Ford,
Ken Hatfield, Tommy West, and Tommy Bowden)
have all won bowl games for the Tigers.

Overall, six of Clemson's 15 bow! wins have
come against coaches in the College Football Hall
of Fame. Not included in the list are Penn State
Coach Joe Paterno and West Virginia Coach Don
Nehlen, coaches with over 200 career wins who will
be in the Hall of Fame soon. Clemson has four bowl
wins over coaches who are in the 200-victory club.
Woody Hayes of Ohio State, Tom Osborne of Ne-
braska, Paterno, and Nehlen are all coaches with at
least 200 wins who lost bowl games to Clemson.

Clemson has bowl wins over some of the great-
est coaches in college football history:

* Frank Leahy, the second-winningest coach in col-
lege football history on a winning-percentage ba-
sis, when Clemson defeated Boston College in the
1940 Cotton Bowil.

* Joe Paterno of Penn State, the second-winningest
coach in Division | college football history on a to-
tal-wins basis, when Clemson defeated Penn State
35-10 in the 1988 Citrus Bowl. It is still the largest
margin of defeat in a bowl game for Paterno, who
Is the winningest coach in college history in terms
of victories in bowl games.

* Woody Hayes of Ohio State, the ninth-winningest
coach in college football history (Division |) on a
total-wins basis, when Clemson won 17-15 in the
1978 Gator Bowl, Hayes’s last game as coach.

* Barry Switzer of Oklahoma, the fourth-winningest
coach in Division | college football history on a win-
ning-percentage basis, when Clemson defeated
Oklahoma in 1989 Citrus Bowl, Switzer’s final
game as a college coach.

* Tom Osborne of Nebraska, the seventh-
winningest coach in college football (Division I) his-
tory on a total-wins basis, when Clemson defeated
the Cornhuskers in the 1981 Orange Bowl, which
gave the Tigers their only national title.

* Don Nehlen of West Virginia, the 14th-winningest
coach in Division | history when the Tigers toppled

October 29. Those mistakes contributed to the loss,
but certainly were the exception for the 2005 team.
The Tigers lost three fumbles in the first half at Geor-
gia Tech after going 499 consecutive offensive plays
without a lost fumble.

Clemson was the last team in the nation to lose
a fumble after going the first seven games without
losing one. Reggie Merriweather broke the string
with a lost fumble on a play that was first called down,
but later changed to a lost fumble by instant replay.
It was Merriweather’s first lost fumble as a Tiger on
his 238th career carry.

While Clemson made mistakes against the
Yellow Jackets, the Tigers were still ranked high na-
tionally in terms of not committing turnovers or pen-
alties. Clemson lost 15 turnovers on five lost fumbles
and 10 interceptions.

The Tigers committed just six total penalties in
the victories over #16 Florida State and #19 South
Carolina to end the regular season. Clemson com-
mitted just 57 penalties for 486 yards, while its op-
ponents committed 102 penalties for 787 yards.

Clemson Defense 11th in the Nation

Clemson allowed just 17.6 points per game, a
figure that ranked 11th in the nation. That is the
highest Clemson has ranked in that important cat-
egory since the 1995 season, when Clemson was
10th in the nation with a 16.2 figure. It should be
pointed out that Clemson gave up 22 points in over-
time in losses to #13 Miami (FL) and #25 Boston
College, so Clemson allowed just 15.8 points per
game in regulation.

The defense finished the season very strong,
allowing just 33 total points in victories over top-20
teams Florida State and South Carolina, and a win
over Colorado in the Champs Sports Bowl!. In fact,
both Florida State and South Carolina failed to score
an offensive touchdown, the first time in history that
a school has held Bobby Bowden and Steve Spurrier
coached offenses without an offensive touchdown
In the same season, nevermind consecutive games.
It was just the fourth time in Spurrier's college coach-
ing career that his offense did not score an offen-
sive touchdown.

Clemson’s defense did not allow more than 20
points during the last seven games. Clemson al-
lowed just one team (Wake Forest) to score over 24
points in regulation all season.

Defense Stepped Up Against Good Teams
When Clemson defeated #16 Florida State, it
held the Seminoles to just 226 yards of total offense,
11 first downs, and did not allow Bobby Bowden's
leamto score an offensive touchdown. Florida State
entered the game leading the ACC in total offense
with 420 yards per game. Getting pressure on the
quarterback had a lot to do with that. Florida State

had allowed just under two sacks per game, but the
Tigers recorded six sacks in the 35-14 triumph.
Earlier in the year, Clemson held #13 Miami
(FL) to 264 yards of total offense during regulation
before the Hurricanes won 36-30 in triple overtime.

Clemson Defense Solid Against Hurricanes
The NCAA overtime rule can play havoc with

the evaluation of various football statistics. That is

the case with Clemson’s defensive perforrnance

tween 1980-84. It was the first season since 1982
that Clemson went an entire season without a loss
of at least seven points.

Over the last 18 games, the only blemishes
on the Tigers' record have been a 16-13 loss at Duke,
a 36-30 triple-overtime loss to #13 Miami (FL), a 16-
13 overtime loss to #25 Boston College, a 31-27
loss at Wake Forest, and the 10-9 loss at Georgia
Tech. In four of those five losses, the winning-op-
ponent points were scored within the last 33 sec-

against #13 Miami (FL), a 36-30 triple-overtime loss.
Miami scored 16 of its 36 points in the three over-
time periods, which hurts Clemson'’s scoring defense
stats. The same goes for total offense and yards
per game, as Miami gained 73 yards in the
overtimes.

Through the 60 minutes of regulation, the Hur-
ricanes gained just 264 yards of total offense, 49
yards less than they gained against Florida State's
defensive unit. The Hurricanes threw for just 109
yards on 23 pass attempts during regulation, as Vic
Koenning's defensive unit allowed less than five
yards per pass attempt. Clemson allowed just 5-14
third-down conversions in regulation and allowed just
15 first downs. Miami gained just 4.0 yards per play
during regulation as well.

Anthony Waters led Clemson in tackles for the
second consecutive game in the Miami loss with 11.
C.J. Gaddis had his second consecutive double-fig-
ure tackle game with 10, while Sergio Gilliam had a
career-high nine stops.

Clemson Closed Fast Again

Clemson won six of its last seven games and
made Iits annual strong finish under Head Coach
Tommy Bowden. Clemson closed the 2003 and
2004 seasons by winning five of its last six each
year. Clemson is 11-3 in the month of November
since November of 2002.

Finishing fast is nothing new for the Clemson
program. The Tigers have won five of the last six
games 22 times in history, including 19 times since
1948. Danny Ford won at least five of his last six
games during six different seasons, including from
1981-83 when Clemson had a combined 30-2-2
record.

Tiger Offense Up Almost 100 Yards Per Game
Clemson made a strong improvement in terms

of offense in 2005. The Tigers went from 295.6 yards

per game in 2004 to 384.6 yards per game in 2005.

That is an improvement of 89 yards per game over
2004.

Clemson Played Seven Nailbiters

Clemson’s season of close games continued
in the regular-season finale at #19 South Carolina,
as Clemson came away with a 13-9 victory. The
Tigers scored the winning touchdown with 5:58 left
on a two-yard run by freshman James Davis.

Over the last 18 games, Clemson has a 13-5
record. Allfive of the losses have been by six points
orless. Clemson lost four games in 2005 by a total
of 14 points. That listincludes two overtime games,
so the point difference in regulation in those four
losses was just five points.

That is the longest stretch without a loss by
more than six points since a 25-game stretch be-

onds of the game.

Clemson'’s first five games of the 2005 season
were decided with offensive or defensive plays within
the last minute of play. That includes four of the five
that were decided within the last two seconds, in-
cluding four on the last play of the game.

As far as Tiger history is concerned, it was the
first time since 1906 that Clemson played five con-
secutive games in the same season decided by
seven points or less. Clemson played seven games
decided by six points or less in 2005, and the Tigers
were 3-4 in those games.

Last-Minute Victories Under Bowden

The victory at #19 South Carolina gave
Clemson a third fourth-quarter comeback victory in
2005. It marked the 11th time since 2000 that
Clemson won a game with an offensive or defen-
sive play with under three minutes remaining to gain
victory. Nine of the 11 have been plays that have
taken place within the last 30 seconds of the game.
Nine of the 11 are offensive scores. The only de-
fensive play listed is Charles Bennett's interception
at the goal line on the last play of the game against
N.C. State in 2004.

Since Tommy Bowden has been the head
coach at Clemson, 30 of the 85 games have been
decided by a touchdown or less. That is 35 percent
of the games. Clemson has a 15-15 record in those
close games under Bowden.

Overcoming Double-Digit Deficits

Clemson had a remarkable comeback victory
at Maryland on September 10. It marked just the
third time in school history that Clemson overcame
a double-digit deficit in the fourth quarter to win a
game. The Tigers trailed Maryland 24-14 with un-
der eight minutes left. But Curtis Baham caught a
51-yard scoring pass from Charlie Whitehurst with
7:35 left, and Reggie Merriweather scored from 38
yards out with 2:58 remaining to give Clemson the
28-24 lead and victory.

The Tigers overcame a 10-point deficit (20-10)
against #13 Miami (FL), but did not win. The Tigers
sent the game into overtime with a 27-yard field goal
by Jad Dean with 15 seconds left. The same held
true for the Boston College game.

The only other occasions Clemson overcame
a double-digit, fourth-quarter deficit to gain victory
took place in 2002 at Duke and 1980 at Virginia.
Thus, two of the three double-digit, fourth-quarter
comebacks in school history have taken place un-
der Tommy Bowden.

As far as a double-digit deficits at any point in
a game, Clemson has now achieved that comeback
22 times. Bowden has five of the 22 double-digit
comeback victories. It is interesting to note that 16
of the 22 have taken place on the road.

Clemson Played Consecutive Overtime Games

Clemson played consecutive overtime games,
losses at home to #13 Miami (FL) by a score of 36-
30 in triple overtime on September 17, and 16-13in
overtime to #25 Boston College on September 24.
It marked first time in ACC history that a conference
school played back-to-back overtime games, but it
has happened quite often nationally.

Clemson and Texas Christian both played con-
secutive overtime games in 2005 on the same week-
ends. No team has played three overtime games in
a row. The overtime rule dates to 1996. The Homed
Frogs won back-to-back overtime games, a 23-20
win over Utah on September 15 and a 51-50 win
over Brigham Young on September 24.

In 2004, Texas A&M and Northwestern were
the only teams to play consecutive overtime games.
The last team to lose consecutive overtime games
was Temple (2003). However, the Owls had an open
date in between overtime losses to Villanova and
Cincinnati. Arizona State lost consecutive games
in overtime on back-to-back Saturdays in 2000. Both
of those games were in double overtime.

Clemson won its first five overtime games be-
tween the 1997-04 seasons, but the Tigers have lost
two overtime games in a row. Entering the 2005
season, there were two Division | teams (Brigham
Young, Clemson) with an all-time record of 5-0 in
overtime. Both lost in overtime on the same week-
end this year. The Cougars lost to Texas Christian
951-50 on September 24.

Clemson and N.C. State have played the most
overtime games among ACC schools. N.C. State
has played 10 overtime games in its history, and
Clemson is second with seven.

Triple Threat

Clemson had a 300-yard passer, a 150-yard
receiver, and a 100-yard rusher in the win over
Temple, a first in Clemson history. Charlie Whitehurst
threw for 307 yards, Aaron Kelly caught seven
passes for 155 yards, and Reggie Merriweather ran
for 108 yards on 17 carries to lead the 514-yard to-
tal offense effort.

It was Clemson’s first 500-yard game since the
2003 season, when the Tigers had 542 yards in a
63-17 win at South Carolina.

The closest Clemson had come to that three-
way accomplishment took place in 1981 in a victory
over Maryland. That day, Perry Tuttle had 161 re-
ceiving yards, Cliff Austin had 101 rushing yards,
and Homer Jordan threw for 270 yards. Jordan threw
for 214 yards in the first half of that game when
Clemson took a commanding 21-0 lead. But, Danny
Ford played conservatively during the second half
on offense, and the Tigers won the game by the 21-
0 score to clinch the ACC Championship and con-
tinue an undefeated season that concluded in a
national title.

Clemson had a 100-yard rusher, a 100-yard
receiver, and a 200-yard passer in the win over Duke.
That was the third time in four games Clemson had
a 100-yard rusher, 100-yard receiver, and 200-yard
passer.

Accomplishments in Florida State Win

* Clemson defeated Florida State for the second
time in three years. N.C. State had been the only
other ACC school to defeat the Seminoles twice
in a four-year period.

* Gave Tommy Bowden his 50th win at Clemson in
a game that was played against his father. When
Bobby Bowden defeated Clemson in Tommy's first
year (1999), it was his 300th career coaching win.

* Gave Florida State back-to-back ACC losses for
the first time since they joined the league in 1992.

* Clemson’s largest margin of victory (35-14) over
Florida State. The previous best was 16 points in
a 26-10 win in 2003.

Seniors Finished 4-0 Against South Carolina

Clemson defeated #19 South Carolina 13-9in
the final regular-season game, allowing the 2005
seniors to finish with a 4-0 record against rival South
Carolina. It was the first time since the seniors of
2000 that a Tiger four-year class had a perfect record
against the Gamecocks, including just the fourth to
do it since 1940.

Overall, 11 Tiger senior classes have finished
4-0 against South Carolina in the history of the se-
ries, including four in a row from 1937-40, when
Clemson won a record seven straight games. The
seniors of 1900, 1919, 1930, 1937, 1938, 1939,
1940, 1983, 1991 (Levon Kirkland’s senior year)
2000, and 2005 have all done it.

Clemson’s Record by Uniform

Clemson has used seven different uniform
combinations since Tommy Bowden became the
head coach in 1999.

In 2003, the Tigers broke out purple jerseys
for the Georgia Tech game in Atlanta on September
20 and the Tigers gained a resounding 39-3 victory.
It was the first time Clemson had worn purple jer-
seys since the 1991 season, when the Tigers wore
them in a regular-season game against N.C. State
and for a bowl game against California.

Clemson is 6-0 in purple jerseys under
Bowden. Clemson wore all white uniforms in the
win over #19 South Carolina on November 19, the
sixth different combination worn by the Tigers this
year.

22 Freshmen Played in 2005

Clemson had a strong contribution from its
freshman class in 2005. Four different freshmen
were named second-team freshman All-Americans
this year by at least one service. James Davis, Phillip
Merling, and Rashaad Jackson were all named by
Rivals.com, while Michael Hamlin was also named
a second-team freshman All-American.

Clemson played 57 men against #17 Texas
A&M in the season-opener, and 14 of them were
first-year or red-shirt freshmen. The list included
eight first-year freshmen, the most first-year fresh-

men to play in the opening game since 1995, when
Tommy West played nine in the season-opener
against Western Carolina.

The first-year freshmen who played against the
Aggies included Davis (RB), wide receivers Rendrick
Taylor and Tyler Grisham, defensive end Merling,
linebackers Antonio Clay and Josh Miller, defensive
end Jock McKissic, and cornerback Haydrian Lewis.
The red-shirt freshmen who played for the first time

Jackson (DT), defensive back Chris Clemons,
Hamlin (S), and special teams players Cortney
Vincent and Akeem Robinson.

Five more red-shirt freshmen played since the
opening of the season, so Tommy Bowden used 22
freshmen in 2005.

In the 24 years of the red-shirt rule (including
2005), Clemson has played 132 first-year freshmen,
an average of 5.5 per season. Fifty-six of the first-
year freshmen have been offensive players, while
72 were defensive players and four have been kick-
ers. Clemson played three offensive first-year fresh-
men and five defensive first-year freshimen against
Texas A&M.

Since Bowden came to Clemson in 1999, the
Tigers have played 34 first-year freshmen, 12 on
offense, 20 on defense, and two on special teams.
That is an average of 4.9 first-year freshmen per
year, so Bowden is a bit below the Tiger average for
the last 24 years.

The record for first-year freshmen played in
one season is 11 in 1985. That year, Danny Ford
played six first-year freshmen on offense and five
on defense. The 1994 team under West played 10
first-year freshmen, including a record nine on of-
fense.

The most successful team to play a lot of fresh-
men is the 1995 Tiger squad. That year, Clemson
played nine first-year freshmen on the way to an 8-
4 season. The most wins for a Tiger team that has
played at least eight first year freshmen is 10, set in
1989, a team that played eight first-year freshmen
in a 10-2 season.

The most first-year freshmen Clemson has
played in the Bowden era is nine (in 2001), just one
more than what he played against the Aggies. That
year, Bowden played three on offense and six on
defense on the way to a 7-5 season.

Clemson has played at least one first-year
freshman for all 24 years of the rule. The fewest
was the one in 2002 (Justin Miller).

Bowden had two first-year freshmen earn All-
America honors. Miller (2002) and Barry Richardson
(2004) were both named to the Football Writers Firs-
Team Freshman All-American team.

Clemson running back James Davis was
named the 2005 ACC Rookie-of-the-Year in early
December, announced by the Atlantic Coast Sports-
writers Association. Davis, a true freshman from
Atlanta, GA and graduate of Douglass High School,
received 40 of the 72 votes. He finished ahead of
quarterback Drew Weatherford (19) and wideout
Greg Carr (5), both standouts at Florida State.

same year, In fact, he did it in consecutive weeks.

Both Bobby Bowden and Spurrier have won the
national championship within the last 10 years.

Only two other coaches have defeated both
Bobby Bowden and Spurrier in the same year. Phillip
Fulmer did it for Tennessee in 1998, the year his
Volunteers won the National Championship. Butch
Davis did it in 2000, his last year at Miami (FL).

Former Clemson Head Coach Danny Ford ac-
tually had a chance to do it in 1989 when he de-
feated Bobby Bowden in the second game of the
year, but he lost to Spurrier's Duke team 21-17 in
Durham, NC.

Tommy Bowden now has 10 wins over five
coaches who have won the National Championship
in their careers since he became the head coach at
Clemson in 1999. He had three of the nine wins in
a four-game span to end the 2003 season, and now
has seven wins over National Championship
coaches in the last three years.

Tommy Bowden had five wins over Lou Holtz,
who led Notre Dame to the title in 1988, between
1999-04. Tormmy Bowden defeated Fulmer of Ten-
nessee in the 2003 Peach Bowl by a score of 27-
14. Fulmer led the Volunteers to the title in 1998,
Tommy Bowden has twice beaten his father, who
won the title in 1993 and 1999 with Florida State,
and defeated Larry Coker of Miami (FL) last year at
the Orange Bowl by a score of 24-17. Coker led the
Hurricanes to the National Championship in 2001.
He added Spurrier to the list in his most recent game.

Clemson Head Coach Tommy Bowden
coached his 100th game as a Division | head coach
when the Tigers played at Wake Forest on October
1. Bowden has a record of 70-37 for his first 107
games as a head coach, including 22 at Tulane and
85 at Clemson. He was 18-4 in two seasons with
the Green Wave, and is 52-33 so far in his seven
seasons in Tigertown.

Bowden is the 24th head coach in Clemson
history, and he is already third in school history in
coaching victories. Bowden trails only Frank Howard
(165) and Danny Ford (96) on the Clemson list.

Clemson'’s two starting defensive ends, Gaines
Adams and Charles Bennett, came on strong at the
close of the 2005 season. They combined for six
tackles for loss and 2.5 sacks in the win over #16
Florida State. Their constant pressure was a big
reason the Seminoles had just 14 points, no offen-
sive touchdowns, 11 first downs, and 126 yards pass-
Ing, the second-lowest figure for this year's ACC
leader in passing offense and total offense. They
followed that with 11 combined tackles with four tack-
les for loss and a sack at #19 South Carolina.

Hill & Dean Finalists for National Awards

Two Clemson players were finalists for national
position awards in 2005. Cornerback Tye Hill was
one of three finalists for the Jim Thorpe Award, while
kicker Jad Dean was one of three semifinalists for
the Lou Groza Award. This was the first time
Clemson has had two national award finalists in the
same year in history. Both appeared on the Home
Depot College Football Awards Show on ESPN on
December 8.

Hill, Stuckey Named First-Team All-ACC

Senior cornerback Tye Hill and junior wide re-
ceiver Chansi Stuckey were First-Team All-ACC se-
lections, announced December 5 by the conference.
Junior placekicker Jad Dean, junior offensive line-
man Roman Fry, and graduate quarterback Charlie
Whitehurst were also Second-Team All-ACC picks.
Freshman James Davis (RB), junior Gaines Adams
(DE), junior Anthony Waters (LB), and senior Jamaal
Fudge (S) also earned Honorable Mention All-ACC
honors.

Hill Named First-Team All-American

Cornerback Tye Hill was named a first-team
All-American by the Walter Camp Foundation,
Sporting News, Rivals.com, and ESPN.com. The
Walter Camp team is one of the five major All-
America teams recognized by the NCAA in its com-
pilation of consensus All-Americans. Hill will be hon-
ored at a banquet in New Haven, CT in February.

Hill was the 14th different Tiger and the 15th
overall selection as a first-team All-American by the
Walter Camp Foundation. William Perry was a two-
time selection (1983,84). Hill, a senior from Saint
George, SC, was the first Clemson Walter Camp
All-American since Keith Adams was named as a
linebacker in 2000. Hill was also the first Tiger to be
named first-team All-American by any organization
since Adams in 2000.

Whitehurst Makes History

Charlie Whitehurst became the first quarter-
back in the history of the Clemson-South Carolina
series to lead his team to victory as the starting sig-
nal-caller four times. The Tigers downed South
Carolina in the regular-season finale by a score of
13-9, as Whitehurst completed 17-26 passes for 172
yards. In the four wins, Clemson outscored South
Carolina 132-53. All four wins came against future
Hall of Fame Coaches Lou Holtz and Steve Spurrier.

Whitehurst was a 25-Game Winner

Charlie Whitehurst became the sixth 20-game
winner in Clemson history when the Tigers defeated
Maryland 28-24 in College Park on September 10.
He was the first Tiger quarterback to reach 20 wins
in a career since Nealon Greene recorded 24 wins
as a starter from 1994-97. Greene is still active in
the game as the starting quarterback in the CFL.
Whitehurst had 25 wins as a starter in his career,
second-most in school history.

Rodney Williams is the career leader with 32
