"+ . . this side of Heaven

“Clemson is just a little this side of Heaven — one stop
before Heaven, you might say.”

Those are the words of Joe Sherman '34 who gave 341
years of service to his alma mater before he retired as the
University’s Director of Alumni Relations in June of 1977

In actuality, Clemson Uni-
versity’s 600-acre campus, lo-
cated in the northwest corner
of South Carolina, lies in the
foothills of the Blue Ridge
Mountains and is surrounded
by the sparkling blue waters
of Lake Hartwell. More than
70  modern, well-equipped
buildings now occupy the area
that once was Fort Hill, the
homestead of U. S. Vice-Pres-
ident John C. Calhoun and
University Founder Thomas G.
Clemson.

The University’s heritage is maintained, however, by the
many old trees, lots of open green areas, and quiet walk-
ways. From several points on campus and around this lovely
college town, Lake Hartwell and the Blue Ridge Mountains
provide a spectacular and inspiring view.

The Tillman clock tower, which is visible from just about
everywhere on campus, and the Qutdoor Theatre, which is
the scene of concerts and pep rallies, are among traditional
landmarks. They become comforting and familiar friends to
everyone who becomes a part of Clemson.

The students, hailing from 46 states and 43 foreign coun-
tries, are offered 78 fields of study in nine undergraduate
colleges, and 54 areas of graduate study.

The undergraduate academic units are the Colleges of
Agricultural Sciences; Architecture; Education: Engineering;
Forest and Recreation Resources; Industrial Management
and Textile Science; Liberal Arts; Nursing; and Sciences.

Of the University’s total enrollment of 11,478, the actual
on-campus figure is 10,471, of which 61 per cent are male

and 39 per cent female.

Sherman once wrote an article about Clemson on ihe
theme that “There’s Something In These Hills.” It said, in
part:

“There’s something in these hills that brings together
and binds together and holds together men and women of
all persuasions, of all heights, sizes, weights, and cultural
backgrounds — something that cuts across every difference,
spans every gap, penetrates every wall — something that
makes a man or a woman stand taller, feel better and say
to all within earshot, ‘| went to Clemson!’ ”

DR. BILL LEE ATCHLEY, Clemson President

When Clemson went searching for a new president to re-
place Robert C. Edwards, who retired last summer after 27
years at the University’s helm, the selection committee found
one candidate that stood above the crowd. Dr. Bill Lee Atch-
ley possesses a list of credentials that IS impressive ang
noteworthy. He boasts a history of involvement that not only
includes his professional career but also extends beyond the
campus.

Dr. Atchley came to Clem-
son from West Virginia Univer-
sity where he was Dean of the
College of Engineering begin-
ning in 1975. Under his direc-
tion, the Engineering Depart-
ment achieved its highest en-
roliment in the history of the
school, and became the largest
research department at West
Virginia. The Engineering De-
partment  received several
grants from the federal govern-
ment in the fields of energy re-
search, occupational health
and safety research, and personal rapid transit research due
to Atchley’s guidance.

While at West Virginia, President Atchley used his knowl-
edge in the engineering field to work on some of the prob-
lems facing our country today. He served as the Chairman of
Governor’'s Commission on Energy, Economy, and Environ-
ment as well as acting as the Science and Technology Ad-
visor for the West Virginia House of Representatives and
Senate. Atchley also served in a similar capacity for West
Virginia Governors Rockefeller and Moore. Another commit-
tee that Atchley chaired was the state Environmental Com-
mittee.

President Atchley has received many honors stemming
from his work in engineering. He was named to the list of
Who’s Who in Engineering Education and is a member of the
Academy of Sciences and the Outstanding Educators of
America. He even found the time to serve as the chairman
of the American Society for Engineering Education in the
Midwest, become a member of the American Society of Civil
Engineers, and sit on the West Virginia Board of Registration
for Professional Engineers.

Prior to his tenure at West Virginia, Atchley taught at the
University of Missouri at Rolla from 1957-1975. He earned his
undergraduate degree in Civil Engineering at Missouri in 1957
and finished his masters work in the same field in 1959 at
Missouri. President Atchley then received his doctorate at
Texas A&M in 1965.

A very active sports enthusiast, Atchley has a superior
knowledge of athletics. His expertise is especially proficient
in baseball, a sport he played professionally in the fifties with
the New York Giant organization.

President Atchley and his wife, the former Pat Limbaugh,
have three children. Julia is a 21-year-old senior at Southea.st
Mississippi University majoring in special education. Pam IS
a 1/7-year-old freshman at Clemson, while David is a 13-year-
old eighth grader at nearby R. C. Edwards Junior High School.
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BILL McLELLAN, Athletic Director

During 1978-79 Clemson enjoyed its greatest all-around
athletic year ever. Five Tiger teams won ACC titles and 18
of the 19 sports sent an individual or the entire team to post-
season action. Athletic Director Bill McLellan has been the
guiding force behind Clemson’s meteoric rise on the national
collegiate sports scene.

Only the third man to own the title of Athletic Director at
Clemson over the past 46 years, McLellan was elevated to his
present position February 4, 1971, following what had been
more than a decade of service to the University’s athletic or-
ganization.

A native of Hamer, S. C., the
47-year old McLellan gradua-
ted from Dillon High School
and entered Clemson where he
earned a pair of football let-
ters, and was a member of the
Tigers’ 1952 Gator Bowl team.

He joined the athletic staff
May 1, 1958 from Clemson’s
Department of Agricultural Eco-
nomics and Seed Certification
where he had spent one year
as assistant agronomist and
two years as assistant econom-
ist.

Although carrying the title of Assistant Business Manager,
McLellan has been credited with handling the majority of

the department’s athletic business and operation long before
his appointment into his present role.

In 1966, McLellan was named Assistant Athletic Director
and two years later was appointed Associate Athletic Director.

During his reign as Athletic Director, Clemson’s athletic
program has experienced a major upheaval.

The Tigers can boast of the finest athletic facilities in not
only the Atlantic Coast Conference, but in the South as well.

The modern and spacious Jervey Athletic Center is one
of the most complete facilities in America, and this complex

serves as the home for Clemson’s 19 sports — 12 men’s and
seven women’s.

The basketball Tigers play before packed crowds in at-
tractive Littlejohn Coliseum, and many of the Clemson games
are telecast on either regional or national networks.

And the football Tigers, after averaging better than 53,000
at home last fall, play in a remodeled Memorial Stadium this
year that will hold some 63,000 people.

But conference titles and All-American honors have come
to other sports as well. Last year, no less than five teams
were ranked in the nation’s top fifteen — tennis, football,
fencing, soccer and baseball.

McLellan earned a BS degree from Clemson in agronomy
In '54 and a master’s in agricultural economics in '56. He
Is married to the former Ann Rogers of Fork, S. C. They have
four children — Suzy, who just graduated from Winthrop;
Bill, who graduated from Spartanburg Methodist College;
Cliff, a junior at Tennessee Tech; and Arch Anna, a senior at
Pendleton High School.



DANNY FORD, Head Football Coach

December 4th a year ago was one of those bleak, rainy
afternoons around Clemson, just like any that can engulf a
small town or a big city. The regular season had ended 3
week before, and Danny Ford and the rest of the Clemson
assistants were already on the road recruiting new football
players.

Little did Ford know that 24 hours later Clemson would pe
without a head coach and that
48 hours later, he would be
named to handle the Tigers’
destinies. And even more re-
mote was the thought that 3
week later Ford would learn
he would be leading Clemson
against Ohio State in the Gator
Bowl.

But all of these things hap-
pened in rapid fire order and
thus Ford became the youngest
head coach at a Division 1-A
school, being 30 at the time.
No other person has ever stari-
ed his head coaching career leading a team in a post-season
bowl game.

Ford, his coaching staff short three men because of resig-
nations, regrouped his team and doubled up on coaching
assignments. Clemson defeated the Buckeyes, 17-15, and
their veteran coach Woody Hayes, who had been coaching
longer than Ford had been living.

Off that Gator Bowl team Ford lost 25 seniors, including
15 starters, seven of whom later stuck with the pros. Few
gave the 79 Tigers much more of a chance than a 5-6 or
6-5 season because of the tremendous graduation losses of
SO many skilled position players.

But the 1979 season is history and Ford and his Tigers
are headed for their third consecutive post-season game, a
date in the Peach Bowl opposite Baylor.

Ford played his football under Coach Paul “Bear” Bryant
at Alabama, an offensive end his first two years and an
offensive tackle as a senior.

A native of Gadsden, Ala., the 31-year-old earned his BS
degree in industrial arts in 1970 and was awarded his MA
in special education from Alabama in 1971. He was All-
Southeastern Conference at tackle as well as an All-SEC
academic selection. Ford served as team captain of the
1969 Alabama team.

Ford played in three consecutive bowls (1968 Cotton,
1969 Gator, 1969 Liberty) with the Crimson Tide. After gradua-
tion, he remained there as a graduate assistant for two years
(1970-71) and was made a full assistant for the next two
seasons (1972-73). The Tide went to four more post-season
games while Ford was on the staff.

He then accepted a position of assistant coach on the
new staff of Jimmy Sharpe in 1974 when Sharpe was named
head coach at Virginia Tech. He remained there three sea-
sons (1974-75-76), then came to Clemson in January, 1977,
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as assistant head coach and offensive line coach, a position
he held for two seasons before being elevated to head coach.

Ford is married to the former Deborah Anderson of Attalla,
Ala., and they are the parents of two daughters, Jennifer, 6,
and Ashleigh, 4.
