BILL McLELLAN, Athletic Director

Only the third man to own the title of Athletic Director
at Clemson over the past 46 years, Bill McLellan was ele-
vated to his present position February 4, 1971, following
what had been more than a decade of service to the Uni-
versity’s athletic organization.

A native of Hamer, S. C., the
46-year old McLellan gradua-
ted from Dillon High School
and entered Clemson where he
earned a pair of football let-
ters, and was a member of the
Tigers’ 1952 Gator Bowl team.

He joined the athletic staff
May 1, 1958 from Clemson’s
Department of Agricultural Eco-
nomics and Seed Certification
where he had spent one year
as assistant agronomist and
two years as assistant economist.

Although carrying the title of Assistant Business Manager,
McLellan has been credited with handling the majority of
the department’s athletic business and operation long before
his appointment into his present role.

In 1966, McLellan was named Assistant Athletic Director,
and two years later was appointed Associate Athletic Director.

During his reign as Athletic Director, Clemson’s athletic
program has experienced a major upheaval.

The Tigers can boast of the finest athletic facilities in
not only the Atlantic Coast Conference, but in the South
as well.

The modern and spacious Jervey Athletic Center is one
of the most complete facilities in America, and this complex
serves as the home for Clemson’s 18 sports — 12 men’s
and six women’s.

The basketball Tigers play before packed crowds in
attractive Littlejohn Coliseum, and many of the Clemson
games are telecast on either regional or national networks.

And the football Tigers, after averaging better than 47,000
at home last fall, will be playing in a remodeled Memorial
Stadium this year that will have some 53,000 permanent seats.

But conference titles and All-American honors have come
to other sports as well, and MclLellan’s direction has given
Clemson a program that was ranked 21st in the nation in
overall excellence in 1977-78. Moreover, no less than six
Clemson teams were ranked in the nation’s top twenty —
football, cross country, fencing, soccer, golf, and baseball.

McLellan earned a BS degree from Clemson in agronomy
in '54 and a master’s in agricultural economics in '56. He
IS married to the former Ann Rogers of Fork, S. C. They
have four children — Suzy, who just graduated from Win-
throp; Bill, who recently finished at Spartanburg Methodist
College; Cliff, a sophomore at Tennessee Tech: and Arch
Anna, a junior at Pendleton High School.
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DANNY FORD, Head Football Coach

When Charley Pell resigned as head football coach at
Clemson for a similar position at the University of Florida,
the Student Affairs Committee of the Clemson Board of Trust-
ees only considered one name as Pell's successor — Danny
Ford. Ford not only had the backing of Pell, but also that of
members of the Clemson football team. He was assistant
head coach and offensive line coach of the Tigers.

After two meetings between
Ford and the committee on the
morning of December 5, 1978,
It was the unanimous opinion
of the committee that Ford
should be named Clemson
head football coach.

At a press conference held
December 10, 1978, Pell relin-
quished the head coaching du-
ties of the Gator Bowl to Ford.
Originally, Pell had been
scheduled to coach his final
Clemson game against Ohio
State in Jacksonville. But Pell
made his move ‘“‘on what | consider best for the Clemson
football team.”

Like Pell, Ford played his football under Coach Paul “Bear"
Bryant at the University of Alabama, first an offensive end
his first two years and an offensive tackle as a senior.

A native of Gadsden, Ala., the 30-year-old Ford earned his
BS degree in indsutrial arts in 1970 and was awarded his MA
in special education from Alabama in 1971.

Ford played in three consecutive bowls — 1968 Cotton,
1968 Gator and 1969 Liberty — with the Crimson Tide. After
his graduation, he remained there as a graduate assistant
for two years (1970-71) and was made a full assistant for the
next two seasons (1972-73) at 'Bama. The Tide went to four
more post-season games while Ford was on the staff.

The new Tiger coach then accepted a position of assistant
coach on the new staff of Jimmy Sharpe in 1974 who had
been named head coach at Virginia Tech. He remained there
for three seasons (1974-75-76), but was beckoned to Clemson
by Pell in January, 1977, who by then was Tiger head coach.
Pell and Ford served on the VPI staff together two years.

Ford has been given much credit by Pell for molding the
Clemson offensive scheme, which in the past two seasons,
has won 18 games, scored 579 points and been invited to
play in two post-season games.

A former All-Southeastern Conference tackle, as well as
an All-SEC academic selection, Ford served as team captain
of the 1969 Alabama team.

He is married to the former Deborah Anderson of Attalla,
Ala., and they are the parents of two daughters, Jennifer, 3,
and Ashleigh, 3.

Clemson enters the Gator Bowl ranked seventh in The
AP poll and eighth in UPI.

School Colors and Nickname

The late William J. Latimer, a 1906 graduate of Clemson
College, did some extensive research on the football program
at his alma mater, and offered the following in regard to the
school’s nickname and colors:

Professor Walter Merritt Riggs, who coached Clemson’s
first varsity football team in 1896, and who also served as
head coach again in 1899, is said to have “planted the
seed” for the school’'s grid program.

In referring to the players from that first team, Latimer
said, “Due to the lack of helmets and head protection they
(the players) wore long hair. These long manes might have
gained them the name of Lions had it not been for the
orange and purple striped jerseys and stockings that re-
sembled tigers. The latter nickname seemed to stick.”

Latimer then observed about John Heisman’s 1900 Clem-
son team: “They had been called Tigers early in their career.
And Clemson used the insignia of a Tigers’ head with bared
fangs, with the motto ‘Eat Em Up Clemson” before Heisman'’s
day.”

Latimer’s findings are substantiated by the fact that Riggs
had played football at Auburn (nicknamed Tigers) and that
its colors were orange and blue.

The official colors of the school are Northwest Purple and
Burnt Orange, with the predominant colors on today’s ath-
letic uniforms being orange and white.

Joe Sherman '34, former Clemson sports publicist, news
bureau director, and director of Clemson’s alumni relations,
offered the following in his book, The Clemson Tigers, which
was published in 1976:

‘It is extremely doubtful that anyone can tell you with
certainty how the Clemson colors swung from purple (and
a rather pale purple, at that) and gold to what for several
years was described as ‘Northwestern purple and burnt
orange.’

“But that the colors have changed, unofficially if not of-
ficially, is a fact and there is a story about it that is probab-
ly as good as any other explanation.

‘It says that in the early years of Jess Neely’s tenure,
he found it almost impossible to get uniforms in purple and
gold that would be ‘color fast.’ In other words, between
constant exposure to both the weather and the washing
machines, the purple and gold faded markedly and became
difficult, if not impossible, to recognize for what they were
supposed to be.

“So, working with professional color people in the school
of textiles and with sporting goods manufacturers, Neely
finally arrived at deeper colors (a slightly deeper purple and
a gold that became orange) that were more color fast in
that they held up better under the rays of the sun, the
agitations of the washing machine and the carry-over from
season to season.”

Still, most people believe that the purple and orange are
the true colors.

The Clemson Tiger was modified somewhat in the summer
of 1970, and to separate him from the other tigers at other
schools, the University adopted the Tiger Paw. The Paw did

not replace the Tiger, but the two go hand-in-hand, or should
we say hand-in-foot.

In actuality, Clemson Uni-
versity’s 600-acre campus, lo-
cated in the northwest corner
of South Carolina, lies in the
foothills of the Blue Ridge
Mountains and is surrounded
by the sparkling blue waters
of Lake Hartwell. More than
70 modern, well-equipped
buildings now occupy the area
that once was Fort Hill, the
homestead of U. S. Vice-Pres-
ident John C. Calhoun and
University Founder Thomas G.
Clemson.

The University’s heritage is maintained, however, by the
many old trees, lots of open green areas, and quiet walk-
ways. From several points on campus and around this lovely
college town, Lake Hartwell and the Blue Ridge Mountains
provide a spectacular and INSpiring view.

The Tillman clock tower, which is visible from just about
everywhere on campus, and the Outdoor Theatre, which is
the scene of concerts and pep rallies, are among traditional
landmarks. They become comforting and familiar friends to
everyone who becomes a part of Clemson.

The students, hailing from 46 states and 43 foreign coun-
tries, are offered 78 fields of study in nine undergraduate
colleges, and 54 areas of graduate study.

The undergraduate academic units are the Colleges of
Agricultural Sciences; Architecture: Education; Engineering;
Forest and Recreation Resources; Industrial Management
and Textile Science: Liberal Arts; Nursing; and Sciences.

Of the University’s total enrollment of 11,478, the actual
on-campus figure is 10,471, of which 61 per cent are male
and 39 per cent female.

Sherman once wrote an article about Clemson on the

theme that “There’s Something In These Hills.” It said, in
part:

“There’s something in these hills that brings together
and binds together and holds together men and women of
all persuasions, of all heights, sizes, weights, and cultural
backgrounds — something that cuts across every difference,
Spans every gap, penetrates every wall — something that
makes a man or a woman stand taller, feel better and say
to all within earshot, ‘I went to Clemson!’
