Clemson's Military Appreciation Day at the 

home football game versus Wofford this past 

Saturday, Sept. 10, honored fallen soldiers, but 

this year, because the game fell the day before 

the 10th anniversary of the terrorist attacks on 

the World Trade Center and the Pentagon, there 

was also a special tribute to victims of 9/11 in the 

ceremony. 

"Normally we do Military Appreciation Day 

later in the season," said Major William Matheny 

Jr., assistant professor of military science here at 

Clemson. "But with the game being the day before

Sept. 11, that kind of formed where the Athletic 
Department wanted us to put our emphasis." 

Matheny said that the athletic department is a 

huge part of Military Appreciation Day. "They do 
a lot of the coordination with us," he said. 

This year, there was an emphasis on pregame 
festivities. 

"We do a lot of military displays out there 
on Bowman Field," Matheny said. "We call them 

aesthetic displays." One major display was the 

2,977 American flags, each one representing a life 
lost in the terrorist attack. 

"Different units from the South Carolina 

guard provided different pieces of equipment 
for kids and students to come by and see and do 

demonstrations with," Matheny said. 

"Then there were some older alumni that 

have some restored World War II [and] Vietnam- 

era vehicles that they had on display out there as 
well." 

Clemson's Tiger Band performed at the 

pregame concert in the amphitheater 90 minutes 

before the 3:30 p.m. kickoff. 

Special guest was retired New York City 

firefighter Dennis Amodio,. who spoke to the 

crowd at the football game. Amodio was part of 

the force that responded to the terrorist attacks at 

Ground Zero 10 years ago. 

"The other part of halftime was The Citadel's 

Summerall Guard performing their routine," 

Matheny said. The Summerall Guard is a silent 

precision drill platoon made up of senior cadets. 

Tiger Band followed the Summerall Guards with 

the military hymns of the five service branches. 

Matheny said that many organizations were 

present at the event. "Army ROTC cadets, Air 

Force ROTC cadets, members of the Student 

Veterans Organization', Marine Corps Color 

Guard, members of the Clemson Corps and 

Wofford Army ROTC cadets participated in the 

event," he said. "Major General Robert Livingston

The location of the ceremony varies 

each semester; this semester's was held in 

the Military Heritage Plaza.

In basic terms, contracting represents 

a person's official commitment to 
military service. It is not necessary to 

be contracted to be in ROTC until 

junior year, at which point it becomes a 

requirement. 

The customary practice is to contract 

junior year, though this may vary.

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Clemson Recognizes Teachers as Artists

Faculty art exhibit showcases the talent of senior and assistant professors. 

In a school full of scientists and engineers, 
art can be easily forgotten, but that is not the 
case here at Clemson. 

This month, the faculty members of the 
art department in the College of Architecture, 
Arts and Humanities are showcasing their own 
talents as both teachers and artists. 

The faculty art exhibit is now on display 
in the Lee Gallery, located near the courtyard 
of Lee Hall. 

There   are   several   pieces   in   the   Brooks 

The artwork demonstrates different aspects of 
daily life. 

Center lobby as well. 
The exhibition showcases the work of both 

senior and assistant faculty, along with pieces 
from several new members of the department. 

"In an exhibition of individual pieces, not 
together in an organized theme, it gives the 
viewer a wide range of various types of art," 
said Denise Woodward-Detrich, director of 
the gallery. 

Examples of the collection include 
sculptures, paintings, ceramics, photography, 
prints and other types of media. "The faculty 
is looking into a broad, perhaps longer 
perspective, than most of the students," she 
said. 

The artwork demonstrates attempts 
to discuss a number of different aspects of 
life, from the effect of technology on the 
environment to everyday family disputes. 

"Art is like a lens into our culture," 
Woodward-Detrich said. "It looks into 
everything as a human being, but in a very 
concentrated lens." 

This year also marks the first year for the 
new art department chair, Greg Shelnutt, who 
also has a piece on display. 

"A lot of students think that teachers never 
doubt themselves, but no matter how long you 
do it there is still a sense of insecurity with 
putting your work out there," Shelnutt said of 
teachers exhibiting their artwork. 

Shelnutt offered advice to those who want 
to attend the exhibit but are not art fluent. 
"I say to anyone who comes out who thinks 
they need information to enjoy an exhibit, you 
don't," he said. "Sure if you have a background 
[in art], that will give you deeper insight, but 
it's okay to just come and trust your gut. If you

see something, it's valid." 
"It helps if you describe what you see to 

yourself and someone else. I would recommend 
bringing a friend because you can have a 
dialogue and figure more out for yourselves," 
he said. 

Shelnutt also shared his perspective on 
several pieces in the gallery. 

"The work [of assistant art professor 
Christina Hung] is interested in freezing 
something in time; something organic that may 
rot, but here will not," he said. "And Assistant 
Professor of Art Todd McDonald's 'Got to Get 

in to Get Out' is reflective of the effect stained- 
glass cathedrals had on the artist while he was 
in Europe, and imagining what that may look 
like in a modern setting." 

To see these pieces and more of the exhibit, 
students can stop by the Lee Gallery or Brooks 
Center lobby before Sept. 28. 

The Rudolph E. Lee Gallery is open from 
9:00 a.m.-4:30 p.m. every Monday through 
Thursday.

Originally founded at Clemson University as Phi Alpha Sigma in 1981, Clemson's Pi Kappa 
Phi chapter became national affiliates in 1988. 

According to the chapter's website, the "young, diverse and quickly-growing fraternity" has 
been consistently active and successful on Clemson's campus, winning such titles as Best Overall 
Fraternity, Greek Week Champions and Intramural Champions. 

Fast forward to Summer 2010. It was determined that Pi Kapp's Clemson chapter violated the 
standards of the student organization alcohol and student organization conduct policy during a 
party at their off-campus house during the 2010 spring football game. As a result of the violation, 
the Office of Community and Ethical Standards (OCES) suspended the chapter until May 2011. 

As with all student organizations that face suspension, Pi Kapp was expected to apply for 
re-recognition by the university. The chapter appeared in front of the student organization 
re-recognition committee, chaired by the dean of students. 

Before a decision was released from the board, however, another incident report was filed with 
OCES on Sunday, Aug. 21, 2011, citing a violation of Pi Kapp's terms of suspension. 

The re-recognition process was halted during review of the newest incident report by OCES. 
It was during this time that, as Eli Ker, Clemson's associate director of fraternity and sorority life, 
said, "The undergraduate members of Pi Kappa Phi chose to surrender their charter and forgo 
recognition with the university." 

Ker affirmed that the former chapter is "not recognized as an undergraduate 
student organization" and reaffirmed that the removal of the chapter's charter was not a 
university administrative decision but rather one of the student members themselves. 

Mark E. Timmes, Pi Kapp's Chief Executive Officer at National Headquarters, commented 
on the events as they have unfolded. "From our perspective, we are disappointed that our young 
men chose to surrender the charter, but we are certainly glad they have made a wise decision to 
allow future men to reestablish the charter in a few years," he said. 

Ker reiterated that it was not the spring game incident with Pi Kapp in 2010 that facilitated 
the issues with Greek Life last fall semester. 

According to Ker, "This current situation is about one chapter within the fraternity and 
sorority community, not the entire community. The challenges faced by this chapter, in 
this situation, are not representative of the other 39 fraternities and sororities within the 
community." 

Citing the Pi Kappa Phi circumstances as "unfortunate," Ker had words brimming with 
positivity concerning the prospects of Clemson Greek Life this year. 

The Pi Kapp house stands stripped of its letters as the fraternity shuts down its Clemson chapter. 

"I am still excited about the great work that is being done by our other organizations within 
the community. This summer many of our organizations were recognized with awards through 
their regional or international organizations," he said. 

"The university administration continues to support and 
commend this community and the 3,400-plus individual members. 
Although the community does have some challenges, these challenges are similar 
to those faced by our peer institutions. Also, Clemson continues to be a resource 
for other fraternity and sorority communities. We are excited about the upcoming work 
that is sure to be done this semester to continue to push this community 
forward." 

These issues leave many wondering whether there is a future for Pi Kappa Phi at Clemson. 
"We have a long history at Clemson University, and we hope to return to Clemson in the 

future," Timmes said.

Campus Police and Student Government team up with students to host Safety Walk.

The Clemson University Police Department, along with Student 
Government's health and human services committee, is hosting a 
Safety Walk around campus to identify various safety issues. 

The Walk will take place on Tuesday, Sept. 27 beginning at 7 p.m. 
at the Hendrix Student Center; faculty, staff and individuals as well as 
student organizations are all encouraged to come out and participate. 

Amanda Macaluso, a member of the health and human services 
committee, explained the details of the Walk. "Each team will be 
designated a region," she said. 

"Those regions have been mapped out; each team will receive a 
map of that region as well as a checklist of things to look for. This 
could be cracks on the sidewalks, lighting, fallen trees or emergency 
phones." 

"There will be group leaders, either police officers or members of 
student government," said Chief of Police Johnson Link."It s kind of 
like a scavenger hunt," Macaluso said. Teams will then return their 
checklists at the end of the night. 

"At the end, we'll combine all the results of the walk and report it 
back to the students so we can show them the changes that were made 
because of what they did," Macaluso said. 

Before the Walk, there will be a gathering on Lever Beach. "We'll 
serve food at 7 o'clock," Link said. "About 8 o'clock, we'll let the 
teams go." 

"We want it to be nighttime so students can see lighting issues," 
Macaluso said. 

Link also said that Vice-President of Student Affairs Gail 
DiSabatino will be present and will make a short speech to the 
participants before they go out on the Walk. 

There are approximately 20 regions around campus that the 
groups will cover. 

"We'll have Tiger Transit bus some groups out to the farther 
regions like the Botanical Gardens or the athletic district," Link said. 

CUPD and Student Government have come up with some 
incentives to get people out for the Walk, including four tickets to the 
Luke Bryan concert on Sept. 29. Students will swipe their TigerStripes 
before the walk and prizewinners will be selected at random. 

"At  the  end when  everyone  has  come  in,   the  grand prize 

will be presented," Macaluso said. The grand prize for 
participating in the Safety Walk will be a set of tickets 
in the Executive Suite Level seating for the Wake Forest 
football game on Nov. 12. 

Link said T-shirts for the event will be given out on a 
first-come, first-serve basis. 

Both CUPD and Student Government believe that the 
Safety Walk is a very important event for Clemson. 

"This is probably the largest event that we do that 
involves students and gets them to think about safety- 
related issues," said Crime Prevention Sergeant Karl 
Kaylor. "They're actually looking for safety-related issues, 
and hopefully for a while will stay in a -safety-related 
mindset." 

"More than anything if they would just be aware 
of their surroundings, that's the most important 
thing they can do," he said. "That's why this is 
one of the most important events during Safety 
Month, because it's by students, for students, and gets 
them being safety-conscious." 

Macaluso echoed this thought. "This is for the 
students, and they're going to give feedback that will 
direcdy affect the university," she said. "So it's a really 
good cause." 

Individuals and organizations can sign up for the 
Safety Walk through OrgSync. "There will be a reminder 
message sent out to every organization on OrgSync," 
Macaluso said. The cutoff date to sign up for the Walk 
will be Sept. 20.

Loved ones of soldiers also had a 
special part in the event. 

"There were family members 
of fallen soldiers from across South 
Carolina that were down in the end 
zone," Matheny said. 

"The flyover was done by 
members of the South Carolina Air 
National Guard." The flyover included 

•four F-16s from the 169th Fighter 
Wing. 

Other special events took place 
at halftime as well. "Members of 
the Clemson Ranger Club were the 
ones  who   did   the  Soldier's   Cross, 

which is when you see the boots and 
rifles stuck into the ground with the 
helmet on top," Matheny said. "The 
Perishing Rifles provided the 21-gun 
salute." 

The point of Military Appreciation 
Day is to honor all fallen soldiers, "but 
it was geared towards South Carolina's 
and Clemson's fallen soldiers in 
particular." 

This year's Military Appreciation 
Day was especially sentimental. "It 
definitely had a little more dramatic 
feel because 9/11 was the very next 
day," Matheny said. 

"The crowd definitely had a little 
more of a patriotic feel to it, especially 
with the FDNY officer that was here; 
it hit home a little more."

Senior Jessica Glatz, who holds the 
position of S5, which is fundraising 
and public relations, said, "We value 
our cadets who are un-contracted 
and giving ROTC a try, but those 
who are contracted have shown 
that they are willing to put their 
country first." 

"There are few things that are as 
special and worthy of recognition," 
said Colonel David Bedard. "The 
contracting ceremony 'is nothing 
more than a representation of 
these young men and women 
obligating themselves to service 
for their country. ... And that's why 
it's a big deal. It indicates 
selfless service." 

After  contracting,   the   ultimate 

goal for these young men and 
women is to be commissioned. At 
this point, they will have graduated 
from Clemson and completed all of 
their ROTC obligations. Hence 
they will be promoted to the rank 
of 2nd Lt. in the United States 
Army. 

Bedard made a point to recognize 
the courage of contracted students. 
"Especially with what's going on 
with Iraq, Afghanistan and 
around the world, they're signing up 
knowing full well that they're going 
to be put in danger's way," he said. 
"And really, though I am biased, 
in my opinion it puts them a 
cut above their student peers." 

For the 13 cadets that "signed 
the dotted line" this semester, 
there  is  much  to look forward to. 

A major benefit of contracting is a 
monthly stipend, which increases 
progressively each year from $350 
to $550. Book costs are covered 
as well. 

Sophomore ROTC member 
Maddie Corydon explained 
why she hopes to contract at 
some point in the near future: "I 
want to give something back to 
the country which has given me so 
much," she said. 

Glatz holds the benefits of 
contracting in high esteem. "I 
believe it's a great honor to be 
contracted because it not only 
means job security, but it means 
that you have the opportunity 
to be an officer in the world's 
greatest Army and lead great 
soldiers," she said.

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Not Your Average Sex Flick 
Film to Discuss Sexual Violence on Campus

As part of Campus Safety Awareness Month 
activities, "Speak Out & Stand Up: Raising Awareness 
About Sexual Assault," a film discussing the real effects 
of sexual assault and how to avoid situations where 
sexual violence could occur, will be shown at 7 p.m. in 
the Hendrix Student Center's Ballroom B on Sept. 21. 

The film confronts sexual violence and hopes to 
raise awareness of the growing number of victims on 
college campuses across the nation. After the video, 
there will be an open discussion led by Kimberly 
Poole of CU CARES and Karl Kaylor of the Clemson 
University Police Department. The film's major points 
will be discussed as they relate to Clemson, such as 
risk reduction strategies and resources for intervention 
services. 

According to the Department of Justice, between 
20 and 25 percent of women will be the victim of 
completed or attempted rape while in college. Of 
these numbers, 42 percent of survivors will tell no 
one about the rape. "Speak Out & Stand Up: Raising 
Awareness About Sexual Assault" hopes to address these 
uncomfortable topics in order to maintain campus 
safety for all students. 

The idea to hold a night of film and discussion first 
came from a request by CUPD. Seeing a need for extra 
education in this area of safety, the officers contacted 
Redfern Health Center to create this event, which is 
now sponsored by CUPD, CU CARES Relationship 
and Sexual Violence Services and SHAC, the Student 
Health Advisory Committee. 

Kimberly Poole, coordinator of CU CARES and 
licensed professional counselor, hopes the event will 
produce alert students who will know how to react 
if they are ever put in a harmful situation. "My 
experiences with victims and ' survivors have been 
rewarding, but in order to stop the victimization, we 
have to raise awareness,"' Poole said. "This is not a 
women's issue; this is an issue that impacts all of us and 
requires that men and women be a part of supporting 
each other, but ultimately creating changes that end 
the violence." 

Poole expects many positive outcomes, 
including knowledge of what sexual violence 
and sexual harassment really are and the 
understanding   that   Clemson   possesses   many  levels 

Although Clemson is a safe campus, walking alone at night can be 

of support for students who are actively avoiding 
such situations or have been through a similar 
trauma. 

"Students should attend this event because 
unfortunately sexual violence can happen 
anywhere and to anyone," she said. "This event 
will equip them with valuable knowledge for risk 
reduction strategies to protect themselves, and it 
will provide knowledge about intervention services if 
they are victimized or need to support a friend who is 
victimized." 

Redfern is not the only organization on 
campus that provides support and resources to 
students concerning campus safety. Of the many 
student and faculty-led organizations, EMpower 
Clemson provides information about alcohol 
safety to the university and the community. Kathy 
Cauthen of EMpower Clemson noted that 
the organization will take part in Campus Safety 
Awareness Month.

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Tigri Scientifica: Viruses used to deliver healthy genes, 
out the work is controversial 

Ethics Versus Innovation: The Future Of Gene Therapy

How much are we allowed to tinker with the genes of 
other living organisms, specifically humans? What if a person 
is sick and the cure lies in a slight manipulation of their genes? 
Let's say that sick person is a grandparent and they've devel- 
oped Alzheimer's disease. Is it ethical to employ gene therapy 
techniques to prevent Alzheimer's from progressing any fur- 
ther in them? These questions don't have obvious answers, 
and there are many opinions surrounding the debate about the 
morality of gene therapy. 

Researchers at Georgetown University Medical Center 
have found that gene therapy is effective in preventing the 
development of Alzheimer's in mice. As studies begin to see if 
the same treatment will work in humans, are we prepared to 
accept the consequences — positive or negative — of develop- 
ing such a treatment? 

As the name suggests, gene therapy replaces disease- 
causing genes with working copies. When genes are mutated, 
their proteins are not properly formed, resulting in the onset 
of a genetic disease. Many genetic diseases can be treated when 
normal protein products are made in cells again. 

In order for cells to receive a working copy of a gene and 

begin treatment, the gene must be delivered to cells using 
delivery methods known as vectors. The vectors used in 
gene therapy are usually altered viruses that carry the correct 
genetic material. The tissues affected by the disease are then 
infected with viral vectors and the therapeutic gene is inserted 
into the targeted cells. 

Unfortunately, complications can arise as a result of gene 
therapy. Severe immune responses can be mounted in order to 
protect the body's cells from invasion by viruses. Because the 
immune system is unable to distinguish between therapeutic 
and pathogenic viruses, viral vectors in tissues are attacked, 
leading to, in the most severe cases, the death of targeted tis- 
sues. 

Investigators at Georgetown found that gene therapy 
using a lentivirus is successful at treating the development of 
Alzheimer's in mice. A lentivirus is an inactive form of HIV, 
but instead of carrying pathogenic viral DNA, it carries a 
working copy of the gene encoding the parkin, protein. Parkin 
protein genes help brain cells more efficiently eliminate toxic 
amyloid beta plaques, the sticky clumps of protein responsible 
for many neurodegenerative disorders, including Alzheimer's. 

In the researchers' experiments, mice that received par- 
kin genes from the lentiviral gene therapy had 75 percent 

less amyloid beta plaques when compared to mice that did 
not receive the gene therapy. In fact, researchers noted that 
parkin was effective at clearing amyloid beta from brain cells 
and that cellular pathways involved in memory formation 
were restarted. This means that if Alzheimer's is caught early 
enough, its progression can be stunted before patients develop 
severe symptoms. 

While the results of this research could give life, perfect- 
ing the technology in humans could possibly lead to death. 
Despite the positive outcomes of gene therapy in controlled 
laboratory situations, the path to flawless therapy is filled 
with uncertainty. Previous attempts at utilizing gene therapy 
in humans have resulted in multiple deaths. When using a car- 
rier such as lentivirus, it is important to keep in mind that the 
immune systems of individuals undergoing therapy may reject 
the virus and launch an attack on the patient. Carriers may 
also insert the gene into incorrect locations, and in previous 
clinical- trials, this caused leukemia in three children. 

As with any new technology, the benefits and consequenc- 
es must be weighed to ascertain if society will be changed 
for the better. Until the medical miracle of gene therapy is 
more reliable, we must consider this dilemma: is giving a life 
worth taking another?

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Drinkm raokdown 
Backfires 

In all of the hustle and bustle of tailgating for the Wofford 
game, some of you may have noticed that the Fraternity and 
Sorority Quad seemed quieter than usual. This was not because 
Clemson's fraternities lost their taste for tailgating, but rather 
because the Interfratemity Council (IFC) decided to relocate their 
tailgates off campus after an unfortunate incident on the day of the 
Troy game. 

While the fraternities were tailgating for our unduly difficult 
victory over the Trojans on Sept. 3, Pickens County law 
enforcement officers dressed in civilian attire entered the Quad 
and issued one young man a ticket for Minor in Possession (MTP). 
That the officers issued the MTP was not a problem — underage 
drinking is, after all, illegal, and those who engage in it do so at 
their own risk. What was troublesome, though, was that the officers 
chose not to alert the IFC, CUPD or any university officials that 
they were conducting an on-campus operation. 

While we at The Tiger acknowledge that the Pickens County 
Sherriff's Office by no means overstepped its authority by leaving 
these groups out of the loop and do not doubt the good intentions 
of the officers involved, we feel the Sheriff's Office's actions 
were counterproductive. The single MTP that the 
plain-clothed officers managed to give 
out is not worth the loss of trust that 
this operation caused. The problems 
associated with excessive underage 
drinking can best be addressed by a 
coalition of law enforcement officers, 
university administrators, IFC officials 
and representatives of other campus 
organizations, and unilateral decisions 
on the part of law enforcement hinders 
the cohesion of these groups. 

Law   enforcement   officials 
cannot   realistically   expect   to 
eliminate  underage  drinking 
in the Clemson area. There 
are    simply    too    many 
underage students who are 
determined to drink for the 
limited number of CUPD 
and    Sherriff's 
Office 

officers to stamp out illicit alcohol consumption. However, the 
goal of preventing the negative consequences of irresponsible 
drinking, such as drunk driving and alcohol poisoning, is far more 
attainable. After all, it is a rare student who actually seeks to drive 
while impaired or become ill from drinking. Thus, law enforcement 
can work with students to ensure that those who choose to drink do 
not put themselves in a position where they are inclined to drive 
and that those who begin to get carried away and over-consume 
are slowed down or sent home. If students and authorities realize 
that their objectives can coincide, significant progress can be made 
toward reducing the harms caused by drinking. 

Measures like those taken by the Sherriff's Office at the Troy 
game make students think their aims and those of law enforcement 
are at odds. A tailgate taking place on the Quad in the middle of 
campus with a multitude of other students around is a relatively 
safe place for drinking to occur, for students will generally be 
inclined to exercise some restraint in such an environment and 
there are plenty of other students to take care of any tailgaters who 
fail to take care of themselves. Thus, when plain clothed officers 
emerged to issue an MTP, it sent the signal that the officers were not 

seeking to help students so much as to penalize 
them. 

As a result, the fraternities promptly 
relocated their tailgates and decided to 
indefinitely cease using the Quad as a 
tailgating venue. At smaller off-campus 
tailgates, students are likely to drink 
more   and   be   more   rambunctious 
than they would dare to in the Quad. 
Furthermore, students will need to be 
transported from these tailgates to the 
football games, and this need could 
lead to instances of drunk driving. 
Granted, fraternities usually are quite 

responsible about having adequate 
supplies of designated drivers 
to handle the transportation 
of intoxicated students. Still, 
there is a distinct risk that 
drunken students may grow 
impatient and choose to drive 
to campus themselves, a risk 

jfo that tailgating in the Quad 
ppirtually eliminated. 

Moreover, the new distrust of 
law enforcement demonstrated by the 

IFC's decision to move their tailgates off campus could 
hamper future efforts to get students to work alongside 

law enforcement agencies. If fraternity members are convinced 
that police officers are out to get them, why would they agree to 
open conversations and bargaining with the police? Why would 
a fraternity lend the authorities a window into its workings if the 
authorities might use that window to gather evidence against them? 

Students are not the only ones whose faith in the Pickens 
County Sherriff's Office could be shaken by this sort of incident 
Clemson University administrators and CUPD also have reason to 
be disturbed by the Sherriff's Office, considering that the choice 
not to inform them of the operation indicates a lack of concern and 
respect for the university and local police. If one agency discounts 
another, it is easy for the second agency to feel slighted and try 
to repay the first's conceit, leading to a pattern of agencies not 
communicating with one another or, worse, not working together. 
As the combined resources of multiple agencies can do more 
to curtail irresponsible drinking than can individual agencies, 
developing a barrier between the university, CUPD and the 
Sheriff's Office will weaken the ability of the authorities to reduce 
alcohol-related problems. 

Besides dissipating the trust necessary to alleviate problem 
drinking, the Sherriff's Office's actions also make reckless attitudes 
toward alcohol more appealing to students. People frequently desire 
to do what is prohibited, and people who are given a lot of rules 
often want to break those rules. Many of you are probably familiar 
with the idea of the reverend's daughter who rebels against her 
extremely restrictive upbringing by living fast and partying hard. 
By cracking down on cases of underage drinking, law enforcement 
officers act as the overly-strict reverend and unintentionally cause 
students todrink more and show less caution. Students who risk 
serious consequences by drinking in a relatively safe situation do 
not see the perils of drinking irresponsibly as being notably worse. 
When breaking smaller rules is not tolerated, breaking larger rules 
becomes all the more tempting. 

So we suggest that the Pickens County Sherriff's Office, along 
with all of the other institutions involved in cutting down on the 
negative externalities of drinking, should focus both on working 
with students and other institutions rather than behind their backs 
and on stopping the more hazardous drinking behaviors rather 
than all illicit drinking. We appreciate all of the hard work done 
by law enforcement officers to keep Clemson safe, but sneaky, 
hardnosed tactics like those displayed at the Troy tailgate are at 
best ineffective and at worst detrimental. The relationships between 
students and law enforcement should be positive, and openness and 
understanding are the best ways to achieve such relations.

The typical American diet affects not only 
the overall health of the American public 
but also the health of the planet as a whole. 

Specifically, the future of the environment and 
the earth's natural energy resources is very much 
influenced by what Americans eat. Consequently, it 
is increasingly important that society moves towards 
a more sustainable diet—one that focuses on locally- 
produced foods found low on the food chain while 
keeping the consumption of meat and processed foods 
to a minimum. 

The U.S. meat production industry is the complete 
antithesis of what it means to be environmentally 
sustainable. A tremendous amount of fossil fuel energy 
goes into livestock production, and the process in rum 
produces high levels of greenhouse gases and carbon 
emissions. 

Meat is high up on the food chain, which means 
that significant amounts of grain and water (and the 
energy associated with paxlucing them) must go 
into producing animal protein. This is an inefficient 
process indeed; one study from Cornell University 
estimates that the ratio of fossil fuel energy used in beef 
production to the amount of meat produced is 54 to 
1. Furthermore, fertilizers used in this process and the 
transportation of cattle and feed contribute to carbon 
emissions and pollution. 

The meat industry is by no means the only 
unsustainable sector of the food production 
infrastructure. Packaged and processed foods also 

have negative impacts on the environment. Processing 
such as the refrigeration of frozen goods requires 
energy, and the packaging waste that it produces can be 
environmentally unfriendly. 

In the world of globalization today, the 
transportation of food is taken for granted. Produce, 
meat, dairy and all other food products are shipped all 
over the world. Planes, cargo ships and trucks all use 
incredible amounts of fossil fuel energy while also 
producing carbon emissions. 

The way that today's society views and produces 
food is not sustainable. The American diet is 
unsustainable from an environmental standpoint, but 
also from a nutritional perspective. Over the years, 
focus has turned away from fruits and vegetables. 
Instead, meat portions have steadily increased until 
meat is now considered to be the central component of 
many meals. 

Americans eat 20 percent more meat than 
the USDA's recommended guidelines. Certainly, 
consuming meat provides nutrients, but eating too 
much of it — particularly red meat — can have 
detrimental effects on health. For instance, the 
overconsumption of meat has been linked to heart and 
kidney diseases. 

Likewise, there are nutritional advantages to 
decreasing one's consumption of processed foods. 
Processed foods, junk foods and fast foods are lower in 
nutritional value than their original ingredients and are 
replete with preservatives and other chemicals. With 
regards to food transportation, foods such as produce 
that are transported long distances seldom compare in 
freshness to locally produced goods. 

Switching to a more sustainable diet would benefit 
the environment and individual and public health as 
well. Eating lower on the food chain would make for a 

healthier diet and furthermore reduce the environmental 
impact of meat production. Eating locally is also of vital 
importance, as decreasing the need for transportation 
should be a priority. As people grow more aware of the 
planet's limited fossil fuel resources and the negative 
impact of greenhouse gases, they should also realize 
that altering their diets can be an extremely effective 
way of ameliorating the situation. 

Many of these sustainability arguments would 
seem to favor vegetarianism or veganism. However, it 
is also clear that the high consumption of meat is deeply 
and permanently entrenched in American food culture. 
Still, a move towards reducing meat consumption is 
not out of the question. People will not give up meat 
entirely, but they may be open to smaller changes in 
their diets. 

Beef takes huge amounts of energy to produce. In 
contrast, poultry and seafood do not require as much. 
The American diet should shift to these types of animal 
protein, as well as a reduction in portion size. Efforts 
such as the Meatless Monday movement are working 
to get people to eat less meat This is the right idea, 
where moderation is key. (When presented with a 
black-and-white issue — meat or no meat — very few 
people would choose the latter.) 

A sustainable diet is not difficult to achieve. With 
the increasing prevalence of farmer's markets, there is 
better access to locally sourced foods and produce. By 
decreasing the intake of meat, processed foods and food 
transported over large distances, this shift in society's 
attitudes towards diet and food would benefit both 
environmental and public health.

Clemson defeated Wofford 35- 
27 this past Saturday afternoon in a 
game that was a lot closer than many 
people expected it to be. Clemson 
improved its season record to 2-0 
with the win. 

The Terriers took the lead early, 
scoring on their first possession 
of the game. Wofford quarterback 
Mitch Allen cashed in with a 27- 
yard run to grab an early 7-0 lead. 

Clemson responded with five 
minutes remaining in the first quar- 
ter when Tajh Boyd hooked up 
with Martavis Bryant for a 42-yard 
touchdown pass. The ensuing snap 
on the extra point attempt was bob- 
bled, leaving Clemson trailing 7-6. 

It didn't take long for Wofford to 
answer, with Allen hitting a wide- 
open Brenton Bersin on a 66-yard 

touchdown pass to extend the Terri- 
ers' lead to 14-6. 

However, the first quarter scor- 
ing was not over, as Andre Ellington 
broke loose for a 74-yard touch- 
down run on the Tigers' next play 
from scrimmage to cut the deficit 
back to one at 14-13. 

The Terriers got on the board first 
in the second quarter after they con- 
verted a fourth-down fake punt that 
went for 26 yards. Eric Breitenstein 

to push the score to 21-13 in Wof- 
ford's favor. 

Clemson responded with another 
scoring drive that was capped off by 
a Boyd pass to Sammy Watkins on 
a post pattern for a 38-yard touch- 
down. The Tigers decided to at- 
tempt a two-point conversion, and 
Boyd rolled to his right and fired a 
strike to DeAndre Hopkins to knot 
the score at 21. 

Wofford took the lead again on its 
first drive of the second half on a 24- 
yard field goal by Christian Reed. 

On the ensuing possession. 
Clemson took its first lead of the 
game on a five-yard touchdown run 
by Boyd. 

The Terriers would keep fighting 
though, and answered with a 38- 
yard field goal by Reed to cut the 
Tigers lead to 28-27. 

Clemson extended its lead early 
in the fourth quarter when Boyd 
threw his third touchdown pass of 
the game on a 17-yard hookup with 
Hopkins. The score put the Tigers 
up 35-27. 

Wofford was moving the ball again 
on its next possession, but Clemson 
safety Kantrell Brown intercepted an 
Allen pass and returned it 45 y, 
to effectively seal the game.

Tigers finish fifth in 
season opener

The Clemson golf team opened 
up its season this past weekend at the 
Carpet Classic in DaJton, Ga., and 
recorded a top-five finish in a field 
that consisted of three top-10 teams. 

Led by senior McCuen Elmore, the 
Tigers collectively shot a one-under- 
par 863 for a fifth-place tie. Elmore 
had all rounds of even par or better 
for the first time in his career. His 70- 
71-72 finish placed him in a tie for 
eighth place at three under par. 

"The first day I got off to a pretty 
good start and kept the momentum 
going," Elmore said of his low round 
of 70. "I probably made about five or 

six 20-footers on the last day, and my 
putting kept me in the game." 

Head coach Larry Penley has been 
searching for this type of consis- 
tency throughout Elmore's career at 
Clemson. 

"He has aJways been a good player 
and a good scorer, and now has found 
his belief that he can beat these guys," 
Penley said. "He's going to do very, 
very well his senior year." 

Junior Corbin Mills carded the Ti- 
ger's lowest overall round of 68 and 
shot 70-76-68 for the tournament, a 
two-under par score that secured an 
11 th place finish. 

"It was really solid, I didn't get any- 
thing going the first few holes and 
then 1 made some good par saves," 

Mills said of his 68. 
Mills was even until he eagled the 

par-four sixth hole. 
"I got to the sixth and had good 

yardage, and it was a makeable pin 
and I just made it from the fairway,'' 
Mills said. After the eagle, Mills went 
on to make four birdies in six holes, 
but he bogeyed the final two holes 
of the round. 

"Other than that, I had a really 
solid round. Bogeys will just slip up 
on you, but that's golf," Mills said. 

Mills is coming off an outstand- 
ing offseason in which he won the 
U. S. Open Links Championship 
and   the   Players   Amateur.

including Nick lairley. the No. 13 pick in the 2011 
NFL Draft. They do return sophomore defensive 
end Nosa liguae, the team's sack leader a year ago, 
and senior Neiko Thorpe, who leads a young sec- 
ondary. 

Gene Chizik enters his third season as Auburn's 
head coach.

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MAJOR LEAGUE PENNANT 
RACES HEATING UP

While September is supposed to mark a time 
for teams to scramble for the final postseason 
spots, 2011 appeared to be a season destined 
for an uneventful, predictable finish. Less than- 
a week ago, you could have penciled in about 

seven of the eight playoff teams and nobody 
would have faulted you. However, with the Red 

Sox and Braves each performing their own swan 
dives, the Wild Card races have tightened a bit, 
and we may have some compelling races down 

the stretch after all. Where do we stand heading 
into the final 15-20 games? Let's take a look. 

In the National League, you can all but put 
to rest the three division races. Philadelphia, 
Milwaukee and the surprising Arizona Dia- 
mondbacks have given themselves cushions that 
would be very difficult to relinquish at this 
point. The Phillies have made a mockery of 
the notion that the season is "a marathon, not 
a sprint" by grabbing the NL East lead early in 
the year and essentially playing with a lead of six 
to eight games all season. You would have to go 
back to the Yankees of the early 2000s to find a 
team who is as overwhelming a favorite to win 
the World Series as this year's Phillies. Their 

pitching staff has two Cy Young candidates 
(Roy Halladay and Cliff Lee), and Cole Hamels 
and Vance Worley have more than made up for 
the on-again, off-again Roy Oswalt. The Phil- 

lies have home field advantage for every round 
of the postseason. 

The interesting race in the NL may be be- 
tween Milwaukee and Arizona. They currently 
sit tied in the loss column with Milwaukee one 

win up in the win column. Should Atlanta hold 
onto the Wild Card, one of these teams would 
have to start the postseason on the road at 
Philadelphia. That could make for some mon- 
ey-making decisions for Kirk Gibson and Ron 
Roenicke. With a comfortable lead at the end of 
the season, do you give some guys rest and set 
up your rotation or keep pushing a little bit in 
hopes of drawing the Braves? 

With the Cardinals' sweep of the Braves over 
the weekend, Atlanta's NL Wild Card lead now 
sits at 4.5 games. It was not long ago that the 
Braves were well clear of anyone for the Wild 

Card and were competing for the second-best 
record in baseball. However, the same problem 
that hampered the Braves in 2010 appears to 
be their biggest concern again this year: inju- 
ries. Tommy Hanson and Jair Jurrjens have each 
spent time on the disabled list after strong starts 
to the season. Jurrjens has a sub-2.00 ERA in 
the season's first half and has had major troubles 
since returning to the rotation. Jason Heyward 
and Chipper Jones have each missed more than 

30 games. Despite the slide in recent weeks, 
the Braves have a better staff and bullpen than 
the Cardinals, and they play the Mets, Marlins 
and Nationals in 12 of their last 15 games. I 
believe they'll be able to hang on and snag the 
NL Wild Card. My best guess is we'll see a Dia- 
mondbacks-Braves and Brewers-Phillies NLDS 
round. 

Over in the American League, things are 
slightly tighter and the only thing that appears 

certain is the Tigers will represent the Ameri- 
can League Central. Behind Justin Verlander's 
dominant season and a division that is void of 
any other consistent baseball teams, the Tigers 

should comfortably ease into the postseason 
sometime in the next week. With Verlander, 
baseball's best pitcher, at the top of Detroit's ro- 
tation, the Tigers will be formidable opponents 
for any team they face in the playoffs. 

In the AL West, the Rangers and Angels are 
separated by just 2.5 games entering Monday. 
The Angels have been in playoff mode for weeks 
now, reshuffling their rotation multiple times to 
pitch their big three — Jered Weaver, Dan Haren 
and Ervin Santana - on short rest in hopes of 
chopping into the Rangers' lead. Despite an of- 
fense that has been pretty inept (17th in MLB 
this season), the Angels have found ways to 
hang around and stay close enough to poten- 
tially play themselves into a position to steal the 
division in the season's final weekend. For the 
Rangers, besides C.J. Wilson, it's been a Jekyll- 
and-Hyde season for the rest of their starters. 
Alexi Ogando began the season as a very pro- 
ductive starter but has appeared to hit a wall, 
struggling mightily in recent months. Derek 
Holland has been everything from dominant 
to horrendous. The Rangers will be relying on 
their offense to carry them down the stretch, as 
has been their strength for years. We can only 
hope that the last series of the season will have 
important playoff implications when these two 

hook up in Anaheim, Calif. 
Despite having two of the best records in 

baseball for a large portion of the season, the 
Red Sox and Yankees both have to look over 
their shoulders now at the Rays, who have taken 

advantage of the recent, slides of both teams to 
close within 3.5 games of the Red Sox in the 
Wild Card and seven games of the Yankees in 
the division. Though seven games seems like a 

lot, the Rays have seven left with the Yankees 
this season and have given the Yankees prob- 
lems throughout the year. If the Rays can avoid 
the losses to the likes of Baltimore that have 
crippled them at times this year, they'll give 
themselves a chance to chop into the deficit. 
The Red Sox have turned back into the team 
who started the year 2-10. The offense has hit 
a lull, and major injuries have decimated their 
starting rotation. Clay Buchholz has been out 
since the middle of the season, and Josh Beckett 
now has a sprained ankle. The fact is, however, 
the offense has hidden the faults of the rota- 

tion all year. This isn't a recent trend. The Sox 
rotation has been less than stellar all year. The 
Yankees would need to essentially lose out in 
their games against Tampa Bay and Boston to 
miss the playoffs. They look to be in position to 
win the AL East and will probably have home 
field advantage until the World Series, but with 
so many divisional games left, the Yankees can't 
rest easy yet. 

For the AL Wild Card, it really comes down 
to the West runner-up and the two AL East 
teams who don't win the division. Tampa Bay 
has the most challenging remaining sched- 
ule of any of the teams but is in a position a 
team playing from behind wants to be in, with 
head-to-head games against the teams in front 
of them. The AL West runner-up will be look- 
ing to overcome the AL East teams and may be 
running out of time to close that gap. For my 
money, the Red Sox have been the best team in 
the AL for about four months, and despite their 
struggles, I can't see them falling so far that they 
miss the playoffs altogether. 1 project a Yankees-

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Clemson flayers present... 
JACOB WEBB 

For their first production of the 2011-2012 sea- 
son, the Clemson Players will be performing a pair 
of absurdist plays by Eugene Ionosco: "The Bald So- 
prano" and "The Lesson." 

With these two works, the only thing that the au- 
dience can expect is unpredictability. The absurdist 
plays eschew boundaries and contexts in order to en- 
courage the cast and crew to give a performance like 
no other. "Absurdism posits a world without mean- 
ing, one that denies interpretation, faith and tradi- 
tional structure," said director Mark Charney. "It 
asks people to look at the world without imposing 
meaning, and in terms of theatre, it truly plays with 
being theatrical, experimental." 

The idea of doing "The Bald Soprano" and "The 
Lesson" came out of Charney's desire to put on a pro- 

duction despite the theatre department's busy sched- 
ule. "Our department is helping to tech a production 
of the musical 'In The Heights,' and the traveling 
company needs to take over all available space, so 
we had to do something 2-3 weeks before we usually 
stage our shows. Although 12 of our majors are in- 
volved in Tn The Heights,' we still wanted to pull off 
a show." 

With limited resources available, Ionosco's plays 
were chosen for their technical simplicity, according 
to Charney. "We decided to try 'raw theatre,' which 
is my term for theatre with no frills, no budget and 
no tech or design. We chose Ionesco's plays because 
he plays most with language, and we thought plays 
about language could flourish without the technical 
and design." 

To prepare for a production as unique as this, 
Charney said the cast and crew have had "to be open, 

flexible and willing to improvise and experiment." 
"This is one of the three most theatrical experienc- 

es I've had as director," he said. "We are accustomed 
to the traditional 5-week rehearsal schedule where 
tech gets added and actors/directors depend upon 
design elements, so it's been exciting and a bit scary 
without them." 

Charney also noted that rehearsals will continue 
to be held during the production's run in order to 
keep the plays fresh, meaning those who come to the 
performance multiple times will get a unique show 
every time. "It's the sort of experience you only see in 
college, and it really plays with form," he said. 

"The Bald Soprano" and "The Lesson" will be per- 
formed at the Brooks Center on Sunday, Sept. 18 at 3 
p.m. and Monday, Sept. 19 through Thursday, Sept. 
22 at 8 p.m. Tickets can be reserved at the box office

MuteMath Live at 
the Handlebar DYAN CPARKS 

Hundreds of MuteMath fans from the 
Upstate turned out to see the band's latest 
show at the Handlebar in Greenville last 
Thursday night, and they certainly were 
not disappointed. The band delivered a live 
set with all of their usual bells and whistles: 
stage acrobatics, extended drum solos, im- 
provisation on old classics and a dose of 
new material infused with their New Or- 
leans roots. MuteMath's latest stop on their 
"Odd Soul Introduction Tour" did well to 
introduce their new album while keeping 
fans hooked with classic hits and a familiar 
live excitement. 

After a few technical difficulties, the 
band took the stage and jumped into their 
newest single, "Blood Pressure." The song 
has been streaming online for a few weeks, 
so the audience was more familiar with this 
up-tempo blitz of a song than most of the 
other new matetial. However, the difference 
in crowd energy and participation was like 

night and day between the opener and the 
next song, MuteMath's popular hit "Spot- 
light" that was featured on their last record 
as well as the major motion picture "Twi- 
light." New guitarist Todd Gummerman 
seemed like an old veteran with the band, as 
if he had not only started touring with them 
in the last month or two. Drummer Dar- 
ren King locked into an incredible tempo 
and maintained it throughout the majority 
of the set. 

The band showed great control as they 
maneuvered between fast singles and slow 
deep cuts, winning the crowd over with 
songs like "Typical" and "Electrify" only to 
break its heart with ballads like "You Are 
Mine." The set built to an incredible climax 
toward the end, and the audience was more 
than willing to call the band back for an en- 
core. MuteMath's last song was another new 
one, but they closed out the show with their 
customary improvised drum solo, as every 

■ member of the band switched instruments 
and contributed to King's blistering pace. 

MuteMath's new material is certainly 
to some degree a departure from their old 
sound, but while this change may upset 
some steadfast fans, it still keeps pace with 
the band's classics in a live setting. They 
mixed in new songs predominately in the 
beginning and middle of the set with vary- 
ing degrees of success. Much of "Odd Soul" 
seems to be more blues-driven and organic 
than MuteMath's older music. At certain 
times, it felt like listening to two entirely 
different, albeit energetic and polished, 
bands in the same set when comparing old 
and new material. It will be interesting to 
see how "Odd Soul" sells, and how willing 
fans are to accept change on a record from 
an old favorite. If the reactions from last 
Thursday night's audience at the Handlebar 
is any indication, it should be one of their 
biggest hits yet. 
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Beer Snobbery 101

In order to become a self-proclaimed beer snob, you must first get down with the lingo. Therefore, you need to learn the names and 
descriptions of all the basic categories of beer. Since the types of beer vary so greatly from country to country, today we will just fo- 
cus on American-styled beers. The main basis of these descriptions was provided by beeradvocate.com, which is an amazing reference 
for any beer connoisseur. 

First, there is the common pale ale, which is a mild blend of both hops and malt. Pale ales are normally for the faint of heart who aren't 
looking for a strong taste in any direction. More popular pale ales include Sam Adams Boston Ale and Sierra Nevada. Some that I would recom- 
mend giving a taste are Dale's Pale Ale (which can be purchased at Nick's Tavern) or Terrapin Rye Pale Ale (which is available at the Boulevard 
Grill). 

Next is the IPA or India Pale Ale, which can range from golden yellow to an amber color. Now an American-styled IPA is hoppier than 
that of the English style, which some find more desirable. This hoppiness gives the beer an herbal taste, which is rather enjoyable given the 
right frame of mind. A milder IPA to start with is Foothills Hoppyum, brewed in Winston-Salem, N.C. I'm not much of an IPA person, but 
one that stood out to me as awesome was Oskar Blues' Gubna. The best description I can give of its taste would be the one given to me by 
the bartender who recommended it: "It tastes like a good bag of dank." I believe he was spot on. 

Belgian-styled witbier have a special sweetness to them that has always left this beer lover satisfied. This is my one deviation from American beers because, man, they are worth it. They are typically 
very pale and appear somewhat cloudy due to the wheat processing that produces the beer. Almost always these witbiers are garnished with some citrus, which really enhances any herbs or spices added 
to the processing. The two most commonly-known witbeirs are Blue Moon and Shock Top, which you can find at TD's, TTT's, and Wingin' It. Now a few that are less known but way better include 
Allagash White and Hoegaarden Original White ale (both of which can be purchased at Nick's). 

Pilsner is another light beer option. This light lager is top fermented and has a light, bitter taste. Pilsners are the ones everyone has spent nights chugging down in a game of flip cup or beer pong. 
Some crappy pilsners include Budweiser and Pabst Blue Ribbon (PBR). So if you want to become a beer snob, get rid of that cheap crap and move on to a better pilsner like Red Stripe or Oskar Blues' 
Mama's Litde Yella Pils. 

An amber or red ale is just what the name implies. It covers any beer ranging from an amber color to a reddish tint. Duh, right? Beers that fit into this category tend to have a maltier flavor than 
hoppy. However, the hoppiness can range from light to intense. Ambers are an alternative if you want something stronger than a pale ale, but not as thick or heavy as a stout or porter. I would recom- 
mend trying New Belgian's Fat Tire or Highland Gaelic Ale, which is brewed in Asheville! 

There are many alternatives taste-wise to that normal hop or wheat flavor. Many beers are made with rye, and I've had a few sorghum-based alternatives. Rye beers have a moderate bitterness with a 
spicy touch. They can be very enjoyable, but are somewhat of an acquired taste. Go out and try to find Hair of the Dog Fred. It's a strong rye ale and quite tasty. 

Porters are a dark beer, and the American style marries high hops with smoked malts and occasionally a coffee or chocolate flavor. Personally, porters are either hit or miss with me. However, they 
can be a favorite if the right ones are consumed. Rogue Mocha Porter or Highland Oatmeal Porter are two milder ones to start out with. 

I saved the best for last: the stout. A stout tends to be rather thick and heavy. American stouts have a very chocolate-type taste to them but are heaven in a bottle or can. Looks can be deceiving. This 
beer style tends to "pour out like motor oil," as once described by a Nick's bartender. However, some don't drink as heavy as they might appear. My favorite beer of all time is Oskar Blues' Ten Fidy. The 
name was coined because of its 10.5 percent ABV (alcohol by volume). Like all of Oskar Blues' brews, Ten Fidy can be found in a can ofwonderfulness. Other American stouts that should be loved and 
adored include Highland Black Mocha Stout, Bell's Cherry Stout and Dogfish Chicory Stout. One non-American stout that I must recommend is Lion's Stout from Sri Lanka. Just give stouts a chance. 

Well, there you have it. Now you have gained more knowledge into the world of beer. Go forth, my young grasshoppers, and feast on some magnificent hop or malt creations and get your bu

If I were to name one rap artist who had the 
most significant impact on popular culture over 
the last few years, the answer would undoubted- 
ly be Lil Wayne. Not only have his lyrically-in- 
comparable mix tapes taken over the speakers of 
DJs, music snobs and even casual radio listeners, 
but his marketed album releases haven't failed to 
turn heads either. He is one of the few artists 
to have successfully dominated both the under- 
ground music scene and the mainstream media 
simultaneously. Lil Wayne, Weezy, Weezy F. 
Baby, Mr. Carter, Birdman Jr. - no matter which 
name you prefer - has managed to captivate a fe- 
rociously loyal following; one that has landed his 
name in conversations comparing him to hip- 
hop legends Tupac and Biggie, respectively. In 
accordance, upon his nine-month sentence on 
Rikers Island for possession of an illegal weap- 
on, fan support was stronger than ever. Follow- 
ers ranging from ages 15 to 35 could be seen all 
over the country sporting "Free Weezy" T-shirts 
and ironically, that's exactly what the release of 
his long-awaited "Tha Carter IV" album did. Lil 
Wayne is now free of any and all expectations 
for future CDs, as "Tha Carter IV" left much to 
be desired in comparison to his earlier releases. 

Sure, the elementary school Lil Wayne, clad 
in a cap and gown and bow tie on the album 
cover, is endearing, but unfortunately its con- 
tents don't follow through. I'll be generous and 
grant that in pure Weezy fashion, the clever and 

carefully crafted lyrics do not disappoint. How- 
ever, for every genius line comes an equally di- 
sastrous "6 Foot 7 Foot" in which an obnoxious 
beat and chorus is repeated over and over ... and 
over. One would assume that featured collabo- 
rarions with such musical giants as Nas, Drake 
and John Legend would compensate for the fact 
that a majority of the songs share a similar - if 
not identical - rhythm and beat. According to 
its status on iTunes, the album's signature song 
is most likely to be "Mirror," featuring Bruno 
Mars. The duet does offer some justification for 
purchasing the album, or rather just that one 
song. It features a less pompous and the more 
heartfelt Weezy spouting rhymes about feeling 
alone in his fame and even giving a shout out to 
Michael Jackson (it's hard to diss a song with an 
MJ reference). However, even "Mirror" doesn't 
fulfill the album's need for something more 
memorable. 

Perhaps his previous album set expecta- 
tions too high for Lil Wayne, as I'm certain that 
"Tha Carter IV" doesn't possess any guaranteed 
chart-toppers like "Lollipop" or "A Milli" From 
"Tha Carter III." Despite my personal feelings 
towards "Tha Carter IV," Lil Wayne's fan base 
is so large that there is no doubt that he will 
"get money" from this album. If anything else, 
"Tha Carter IV is an entertaining attempt at 
prolonging fame; after all, nobody talks about 
money and women quite like Mr. Carter.

Weezy can't quite teclaim hip-hop glory fol- 
lowing rock album and prison sentence. 

"I been gone too long," Weezy repeats 
throughout "Blunt Blowin'," perhaps a nod to 
everyone who's hyping "Tha Carter IV" as a 
comeback album. But prison stint or no prison 
stint, the past three years have been the most 
prolific of Dwayne Carter's career - four albums, 
three mixtapes, an EP and a slew of guest spots 
- so is it really a comeback album if the guy ef- 
fectively never left? Yes, considering the fact that 
we haven't seen the real Weezy- not the stopgap- 
mixtape Weezy or the awful mook-rock Weezy 
-since "Tha Carter III" in 2008. 

The problem is we don't see much of him on 

"Tha Carter IV" either. Sure, "6 Foot 7 Foot" 
still proves he's master of the vocal-loop hook, 
"MegaMan" shows his flow can still hit sixth 
gear, and "She Will" and "Abortion" stand as 
some of the most sinister, intense tracks he's laid 
to tape. But these are only a handful of moments 
where Weezy plays to his strengths. Elsewhere, 
we see him tackling production styles that are 
distinctly Kanye - "So Special" and "Blunt 
Blowin" boast thick synths, while "It's Good" 
props Wayne up with a backing orchestra H but 
his uniquely gritty voice isn't made for such a 
baroque context. Breakup song "How to Hate" 
jumps on said bandwagon with a minute-long 
string outro, but it's really more of a T-Pain ex- 
position - which means it's an oversung mess of 
autotune and cheap synths that even Weezy's de- 
spondent verses can't save. Sister track "How to 
Love" is a different thing entirely, an awkwardly 
placed acoustic ballad that proves as effectively 
as "Rebirth" that the dude just can't do rock 
music ... or sing. 

So "Tha Carter IV" is a mess, but what Lil 
Wayne album isn't? But whereas in the past, 

•his intense style and off-the-cuff lines perfecdy 
matched the shambling nature of his work, here 
he slows down his flow so greatly (check "Intro" 
and "Nightmares of the Bottom") that he places 
himself at risk of an even more damning slight 
- lazy- that betrays his need to reassert domi- 
nance in the hip-hop world. On the two tracks 
where Weezy doesn't appear at all ("Interlude" 
and "Outro"), he is simultaneously out-rapped 
and big-upped by a cast of guests ranging from 
Tech N9ne to Andre 3000 to Busta Rhymes, 
who reps "Tha Carter IV" as a "whole 'nother 
classic" with its closing verse. How else could 
you end an album that fails to represent itself on 
its own terms?
