The
birth of Christ is recognized the Christian
community as a whole on December 25
but this date is very difficult to ascertain
because of the dearth of any evidence
determining his birth. This was a dissent-
ing issue among the leaders of the early
Christian church.

The date was probably by the early
church leaders chosen in opposition to the
Roman pagan celebration called the Feast
of the Invincible Sun.

Before the Christian era began, Dec. 25
was the date that celebrated the former
date of the winter solstice.

According to Roman pagan dogma, the
sun god was responsible for this event that

brought the coming of more light on the
earth. The baking of cakes, singing Christ-
mas carols and making meat dinners can
also be related to this ancient festival.
Similar traditions such as these were
done by the Romans during this holiday
because this feast was considered by the
Romans to be a festive occasion.

The concept of Christmas lights is also
related to a myth of the winter solstice.In
Northern Europe,Christmas is celebrated
for twelve days from Dec. 25 through Jan.
6,which is the date of the Epiphany which
is believed to be the date when the Magi
Kings brought gifts for the Christ child.

Different beliefs

It is December and Thanksgiving is
over. For many people this means going
outand buying a Christmas tree or putting
the tree together, as the case may be. Italso
means buying mistletoe and other decora-
tions to display the Christmas spirit. Some
churches even have a special service to
celebrate the decorating of the sanctuary
with holly and Christmas trees.

The irony is that the most recognized
symbols of the Christmas season, next to
the Nativity, are pagan symbols incorpo-
rated into Christianity by missionaries
during the middle ages. Holly, for ex-
ample, was used by Romans to ward off
evil spirits and was at one time banned in
churches for their relation to paganism.

The bans were pretty much ignored,
and today holly is one of the first items of
greenery to be put up in the church during
the season. It was approximately 400
years after the birth of Jesus (earlier if one
takes into account that Jesus was actually
born four years earlier than what we now
believe) that various Germanic tribes cel-
ebrated the winter solstice around De-
cember 25 by having winter festivals.

These festivals involved celebrating
the presence of the evergreen plants and
~ trees such as the mistletoe and the fir tree.
These “evergreens” remain green through-
out winter,. hence the name, and to the
pagan’s, according to Professor Dennis
Paz, of the History Department, “they

symbolized the belief that from the midst
of winter spring would arrive,” that after
the cold of winter new life would appear.

These greens were also seen as signs of
peace and fertility, and the pagans be-
lieved that the gods lived in the groves
where these plants and trees “lived.” They
would hang the mistletoe from the ceil-
ings in their homes for happiness and
romance as well as to ward off attacks, and
they would decorate the trees with orna-
ments of fertility.

Near the trees they placed food and
burnt offerings, gruesomely resembaling

twelve days between Christmas and
Epiphany,is the date when evil spirits
converge on the earth trying to prevent
the coming of spring.

Christmas Eveisknown as the "devil’s
funeral.’’.In order to try to commemo-
rate this victory over winter’s
death,homes are decorated with lights
and evergreens in this darkest time of the
year.

The exchange of greeting cards began
around the 19th century in England. But
this tradition is believed to have begun in
another Roman pagan tradition of strenae
ortheircustom of exchanging gifts ground
the New Year.

They saw these rituals and realized
that some of them were similar to Chris-
tian ideas, like the idea of new life coming
from winter. In this sense they incorpo-

And finally, even though Santa Claus
is primarily an American innovation, he
too combines elements of Christian and
pagan culture.

But.Santa Claus combines the.quali-
ties of Nicholas of Myra, the patron saint
of children, with the German god of fire
Thor, who fought through ice and snow in

Using evergreens, flowers, berries, gar-
land and candles for special occasions
dates back thousands of years and is a
custom all over the world. Traditional
plants used in America and throughout
Europe have special meaning and signifi-
cance. The candle, a common Christmas
symbol, represents a variety of beliefs.

Holly, a very popular decoration, is
especially significant during Christmas.
The name “holly” is said to be derived
from “holy.” The Druids considered holly
to be sacred and used it to heal sick
people. as well as repel evil spirits and
protecthouses from lightening. They also
believed that if holly were hung around
the stable and barn where it could be seen
on Christmas Day, the livestock would
thrive. Holly with heavily spined leaves
is referred to as “he,” and the type with
smooth leaves is “she.” The type brought
in for Christmas determines who will
head the house for the coming year.

Another superstition says leaving holly
up after New Year’s brings bad luck,
hence the ritual of the burning-of the
greens. Also throwing holly away brings
evil spirits into the home.

Ivy, decorating many homes during the
holidays, also has a special reason for
being a Christmas decoration. During the
Middle Ages people thought of ivy as a
symbol of love because of its clingy
growth.

Using mistletoe dates back to Scandi-
navian mythology. Myths warn that the
plant must remain suspended to bring good
luck; otherwise, the plant would bring,
destruction. :

The Druids used mistletoeto cure many
illnesses. Combined with holly and other
plants, the decoration provided shelter for
spirits in the winter.

Rosemary, a lightly scented shrub, re-
portedly once had white flowers. How-
ever, when the Virgin Mary spread Jesus’
newborn clothes on it to dry during their
flight from Egypt, the flowers became:
pale blue. Rosemary is said to' bring

happiness to all who use it. It is known as
the herb “sacred to remembrance,” and
legend has it that rosemary makes the old
young again.

Today the candle is such a common
and traditional symbol of Christmas few
people remember it’s special signifi-
cance. In the Middle Ages people lit a
large candle in memory of the Star of
Bethlehem.

Another story from a French epic of
the thirteenth century contains a descrip-
tion of a tree with lit candles on all of its
branches, some upright and some upside
down. A Child atop the tree serves as the
brightest object.
